INVESTIGATION INTO SUGAR PRICES
Question No. 2,208-Mr. Laprise:

1. Has an Investigation been carried out under
the provisions of the Restrictive Trade Practices
Act to determine the cause of last year's high
sugar prices and, if so, what were the conclusions
arrived at following the investigation?

2. If not, why was such an investigation not
instituted?

Mr. D. S. Macdonald (Parliamentary
Secretary to Minister of Justice): 1. No formal
inquiry was instituted under the Combines
Investigation Act.

2. In his annual report for the year ended
March 31, 1964, at pages 36-38, the director
of investigation and research under the Com-
bines Investigation Act reported that because
of public concern regarding the high level
of sugar prices and fluctuations in the price
of this commodity, the domestic sugar in-
dustry was subjected to very close scrutiny
to determine whether there was any cause
for inquiry under the act. He stated that his
assessment of the situation, based on the in-
formation available, was that the price
behaviour of the industry and other factors
known to the combines branch did not dis-
close the likelihood that evidence of an offence
would be forthcoming and that, therefore, he
did not have proper grounds for undertaking
a formal inquiry under section 8 of the act.
The director also stated the industry would
continue to be the subject of close surveil-
lance by the combines branch.
