PROPOSED OIL TANKER ROUTE ALONG EAST COAST 0F
NEW BRUNSWICK-REQUEST FOR UNANIMOUS CONSENT

TO MOVE MOTION

Mr. Fred McCain (Carleton-Charlotte): Mr. Speaker, I
wish to move a motion under Standing Order 43. On May
15 of last year the hon. member for Skeena (Mr. Howard)
sought and obtained the unanimous consent of the House
under Standing Order 43 to move a motion relating to the
proposai to move oul by tanker down the coast of British
Columbia from Valdez, Alaska, to Cherry Point in the
state of Washington.

I rise today also to seek the unanimous consent of the
House under Standing Order 43 on a related matter,
namely, the proposed movement of oil by tanker along
Canada's east coast through channels less than 250 feet
wide to a new refinery at Eastport, Maine. I should like,
therefore, to move, seconded by the hon. member for
York-Sunbury (Mr. Howie):

Mr. Allan B. McKinnon (Victoria): Mr. Speaker, I beg
leave, under Standing Order 67, to present a petition for
the retention of Highland uniforms at government
expense for Highland units in the Canadian militia.

I find 1 must do so as I do not think there is any excuse for
not having a two-page letter translated into both officiai
languages between three o'clock yesterday afternoon and
now.

Mr. Hales: There is no excuse whatsoever for this. I
must say that it is two weeks today since this tragedy
occurred in Rhodesia and I must now demand that the
Secretary of State for External Aff airs complete a compre-
hensive and factual report on this whole situation as I amn
advised-

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I thought the hon. member
was rising on the original point of order relating to the
possible tabling of the letter. The ruling of the Chair
yesterday was that perhaps there might be discussion
between the Secretary of State for External Affairs and
the hon. member but that if I were to rule only on the
point of order, the document clearly having been quoted
by the minister, it was the duty of the minister to table it.
Perhaps it might be easier if the document were tabled in
its original form, subject to the House officials looking
af ter the translation.
