FISHERIES

Mrs. Coline Campbell (South West Nova): Mr. Speak-
er, let me assure the Prime Minister that the people in
the Atlantic do flot want unemployment insurance.

They do flot want
your unemployrnent, and they do flot want the policies of
that Minister of Employment.

My question is for the Prime Mmnister.

To top off a week when an Arnerican scallop dragger
flagrantly violated our maritime sovereignty, when the
European Community proposed new quotas that contin-
ue to rape our fish stocks, when fish processîng plants
are closing ail over the place, and now the President
signs a bill that effectively wipes out a $30 million lobster
industry, will the Prime Minister begin to take effective
action to protect Canadian interests in the Atlantic
fishery?

When is he going to corne to the realization that the
free trade agreement will be of littie help in dealing with
American attitudes that allow a bill such as the President
signed this week to be passed?

Right Hon. Brian Mulroney (Prime Minister): Mr.
Speaker, I arn intrigued by the statement of the hon.
member who says that the people in the depressed areas
of Atlantic Canada do not want unemployment insur-
ance.

Mrs. Campbell (South West Nova): They want work.

Mrn Mulroney: They want work, the hon. member is
right. That is why unernployment since this governrnent
was sworn in has decreased in the provinces of Atlantic
Canada by 4, 5 and 6 per cent from where it was left by
the Liberals.

Ms. Clancy: Tell thern i Canso.

Mrn Mulroney: I think it is disgraceful that the Liberal
leader allows the Liberal Senate to hold up an unern-
ployrnent insurance bill that would give more money to
the poor fishermen in Atlantic Canada. I think he should
give instructions today to Allan MacEachen to caîl off his
troops and pass that unernployrnent insurance bill now
because it is designed to benefit the people of Atlantic
Canada.

Put them ito your statistics.
