When the agreement was made there was a feeling in Ontario 
that to balance the expenditure in building the Intercolonial railway 
none of the money would oe expended in Ontario,and that as a consequence 
there was a possibility that opponents to the u. ion might use this as 
an argument the union.hence a promise was given that money would be 
Voted by the new union to extend the canal system,then in its infancy.
The extensions have bean made. But the Maritimes have never got the 
promisee trace. That seems to us to be utterly unfair.
