IS Excellency acquainted the Board, that He wifhed to call their attention
I‘ to the Situation of the fiveral Verfons occupying Lands or cliiming to
be entitled thereto under various Authorities fince the firft Settlement of the
Province, and to confult on the moft effectual means of carrying his Majefty’s
gracious Intentions into Execution by making out regular grants of Allotments
of Land to fuch Perfons as are refpectively entitled thereto.

REsoLVED,

That immediate fteps be taken to fulfill his Majefty’s Gracious Intentions
progreflively throughout the Province,and that the fame be publicly made known;
and for that purpofe that notice be given to all Perfons claiming any Allotment of
Land withinthe Home DisTRricT of this Province that they do forthwith bring
in to the Attorney- General of this Province the certificate, ticket of occupation,
warrant, or otherdocument whereon they feverally found their claim; or tranfmit
to him an attefted copy thereof, that He may report thereon to his Excellency in
Council, in order that regular and effective grants of Eftates of inheritance in the
faid allotments may without delay be made out to all perfons entitled thereto con-
formably to his Majefty’s Royal Proclamation, to the Rules and Regulations for
the conduc of the Land Office Department heretofore feverally declared and
made public, and in purfuance of an A¢ of Parliament, paffed in the Thirty-firft
Year of his prefent Majefty’s Reign, entitled, an A& to repeal certain parts of
an A¢t paffed in the Fourteenth Year of his Majefty’s Reign, entitled an A&
for making more effe@ual provifion for the Government of the Province of

Quebec in North-America, and to make further provifion for the Government
of the faid Province.

And further, that due notice fhall from time to time be given to all perfons
claiming Bands within the remaining Diftri¢ts of this Province as foon as it
thall be convenient and practicable to proceed on their Claims.
