New York, Oct. 13.—The steamshi
Paris, which is limping towarug
Southampton under her port screw,
the other having been fractured, was
spoken by the Red Star liner Kensing-
ton, 'from Antwerp, to this port, at
midnight Saturday. When the Paris
was abeam of the Kensington, she
signalled: “We are the Paris, Ameri-
ca{‘xh thl(e.”

e Kensington passed the Paris in
lat. 44.38, long. 54.18. She was then just
84 hours out of port, and had pro-
ceeded about 900 miles in that time.
Her position was due south of Cape
Race ‘dnd St. John’s, Nfid.,, and due
east of Halifax and Sable Island.

The President’s Views on the Bomus
System Tho Services of the
Directors Recognized.

Montreal, Oct. 13.—The forfiy-first
annual general meeting of the share-
holders of the Molsons Bank was held
in the board room at 8 o’'clock yester-
day afternoon. The President, Mr. J.
H; R. Molson, occupied the chair, and
among those present were: Messrs.
8. H. Ewing, J. P. Cleghorn, Samuzl
Finley, John Crawford, A. F. Gault,

(Quebec), H. Barbeau, James Wilson, J.
Try-Davies, Sir Joseph Hickson,David

Crawford, H. Archbald, W. M. Ram-
say, John W. Molson, R. R. Watson
and 8, W, Bwing.

The President, having called the
meeting to order, requested Mr, James
Elliott, the local manager, to act as

Crawford and J. Try-Davies to act
a8 scrutineers, after which the secre-
tary read the advertisement convening
the meeting.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS.

The General Manager, Mr. F. Wol-
ferstan Thomas, then read the annual
report of the Directors, as follows:

THE DISCUSSION.

The President having intimated that
the Directors were prepared to answer
any questions and give any informa-
tion which the shareholders might de-
sire, Mr. John Crawford congratulated
the Directors on the statement they
had submitted to the meeting, and said
that, under a#ll the circumstances, he
considered that a profit of $224,000 on
a capital of $2,000,000 was entirely
satisfactory. Now that the Rest Ac-
count had reached $1,400,000, he was of
opinion that the time had arrived when

formation is withheld from them. I
think it is a mistake to imagine that
the President rules everything.

Our business has been iconducted for
4 great many years, and I am proud
to say that it has been successfully
carried on. Since the establishment
of the Bank, forty-one years ago, as a
Joint stock bank, we have paid an
average dividend of 7 8-10 per cent.,
which I think is very Batistactory and
speaks well for the general manage-
ment of the institution. Mr. Crawford
asked what the policy of the Bank
was going to be. It has no settled
policy; it has to be guided by circum-
stances. The Directors get the best
information they can as to what is
going on, and use their own judgment
as ‘best they can, We endeavor that
