CANADIANS PRESS ON

Patrol Fighting Thruout Day Wins Additionalé

Positions in French Coal City---Much
Aerial Work Done.

London, Atg. 20.—The Britigh official communication issued this even-
fng follows:

“The ~nemy this morning endeavored to launch another counter-attack
against onr new position novih ol Epehy. His troops were observed as they
were moving into position to assault and were dispersed by our artillery
before the aitack could develor. .

“Patrol encounters, in whirh we made some progress, took place thru-
out the day on the northwestern outskitts of Lens. A hostile raiding party
entered our lines early this morning east of Armentieres. Two of our men
are missing.

“Yesterday hostile aircraft worlked in large formations well behind
their own lines and endeavored unsuccessfully to hinder the work of our
bombing, photographic and reconnaissance machines. Our bombing opera-
tions were continued. An enemy train was wrecked and much damage was
caused to hostile aerodromes, dumps and statione. The work, in co-opera-
tion with our artiliery, was carried out with good effect and many photo-
graphs were taken.
