The grand jurors in the sessions, in |
theif presentment, suggested - stiffer
seritences for th#e convicted of theft
for .a second time, whiich, in their
gpinion, would act a%s a deterrent to
others. They considded. a jail term
ghould be imposed on auto drivers
convicted of criminal negligence, and
"that the full penalty provided by
statute should be imposed on persons
convicted of arson.

The jurors commented upon the-
good food provided at the munigipal
farnf, but think that there is more
jand than can be properly looked af-
ter. They suggest that the women's
farm bhe removed from its present
location to a part of the men's farm.

The jurors had nothing but good
words to say in regard to conditions
at the Toronto jail,
* A new location is suggested for the
Mercer, the Haven, and the Alexan-
dra Industrial School. The jurors re-
ported that they found these.institu-
tions clean and in good order.

Judge Coatsworth, replying to: the
‘presentment of the jurors, concurred
in the suggestion that some of the
ipstitutions be removed to locations
wiele the grounds might be large
aa@ the surroundings more wholesome
than in the city. His honor expressed
the view that it was a misfortune that
there are no means of classifying
prisoners. “We are certginly behind
the times in the way we treat the
men who are sent to our prisons..
They are all herded into one penal
nstitution irrespective of their ree-
ords. It is painful to send young men'
or meri who have made only a single
lapse from the.path of right, to asso*

e with the greatest criminals of
8¢ land,” commented the judge.
