Sir Robert Bor-
den recently stated in the house that
the orders of the board must be
obeyed, and the supervision of the
board’'s operations require a staff, for
which salary cheques must bear the
signatures of two commisgsioners of
the board, in whom the act reposes
all executive authority,

house last night, without any definite
announcement from the prime minis-
ter as to his provisions for the future
of the board. There is some doubt
that the government can legally make
the board a subsidiary of the depart-
ment of trade and commerce, a8 an
investigating and statistical depart-
ment, The legislation creating the
board stands until it is definitely
upset by the highest legal tribunal of
the empire, and the act calls for an
active board of at least two commis-
sioners,
