MOTOR AMBULANCE

St. John is to have a new motor am-
bulance of the latest type and with the
most modern equipment. Commissioner
McLellan announcea today that negotia-
tions have been completed for the pur-
chase of the apparatus at a cost of
$3,350. .

The ambulance will have an Overland
chassis and the body will be of the

Mulholland type.

The framework of the body will be of
wood with panels of aluminum or steel,
providing a rigid body with ample pro-
tection against the weather, a feature
also emphasized by the provision of a
heater in the car. The equipment will
include the couch on which the stretcher
is placed, two Pullman chairs, water
tapk, wash basin, first aid and instru-
ment cabinet, electric fan, two dome
lights, etc.

The inner floor, as well as the rest of
the equipment is removable for cleaning.
The room provided and the equipment
are so ample as to make it possible to
perform an operation in the car. The
body will be painted grey with green
stripes and will present a very neat ap-
pearance. The car will be of 45 horse
power with 125 inch wheel base.

Arrangements for its headquarters
have not been made, but Commissioner
McLellan wants to have it near the cen-
tral police station and room may be
found in No. 1 or No. 2 fire station. He
also wants to arrange to have an order-
ly as well as a driver to accompany the
car on its trips.

The purchase of the new ambulance
will make it possible to station one of
the other ambulances permanently in
West St. John.

Contrary to the commission-
er’'s recommendation and on motion of
Commissioner McLellan, tenders were or-
dered to be called for improvements to
Clarendon street at a cost of $3,844. The
installation ‘of the new fire alarm sys-
, tem at the west side docks, at a cost of

1,426 was approved also and work will
lbe commenced immediately on this as
on the other projects. The mayor pre-
isided and all the members of the coun-
| cil were present.
{ J. King Kelley was heard on behalf
lof William Morrish, a blind man who
‘had suffered injuries by falling into a
|city excavation in 1911. He had se-
icured judgment for $800 against the
!contractor, Thomas Williams, but, it
{was said, had not collected anything.
Mr. Kelley urged that the city was
morally liable and asked that a grant
of $100 be made now and $20 monthly
until the full amount was paid. He sub-
mitted a certificate from Dr. Kelly re-
garding the man’s injuries. The mat-
ter was referred to the city solicitor, the
mayor and Commissioner Wigmore.
Main Street Paving

Commissioner Fisher submitted pro-
posals for repairing that portion of Main
street from Simonds street to Douglas
avente, on the northern side, where the
other commissioners had insisted upon
some work being done. He proposed a
concrete base, a permanent form of
work, with an asphaltic surface at an
estimated cost of $38,740. He did not
want to have this sum taken from his
next year’s appropriation and suggested
a bond issue for, say, two-thirds the
amount, representing the value of the
permanent portion. After some discus-
sion, on motion of Commissioner Fisher,
the work was authorized, the cost to be
charged to next year’s appropriation.

Regarding Clarendon street, Commis-
sioner Fisher said that sidewalk connec-
tion with Douglas avenue could not.be
made without crecting a retaining wall
on one side and he could not recom-
mend this Furthermore, he had been able
to find no record that part of the street
ever had been incorporated and taken

The mayor said that if the commis-
sioners had allowed previous appropria-
tions to be spent for other purposes he
did not think it fair to leave it until
the end of the season and then insist
upon. & new commissioner borrowing
from his next years appropriation for
this work. It would be perpetualing an
undesirable form of financing of which
he could not approve.

Commissioner McLellan spoke strong-
ly in favor of making specific instead of
general appropriations and keeping to
them. He had approved of an overdraft
for some street work, such as that in
Church street, because the work' was
badly needed. In this connection he
said that some small streets were being
used beyond reason and he intended to
submit a by-law limiting the use of
the Market streets to vehicles going to
the market or other premises which paid
for easements. If the commissioner of
public works would not move for the
Clarendon street work, he would do so.

Commissioner Fisher said that he
might recommend the work later, but
did not feel like doing so at present.

Commissioner McLellan moved that
the work be proceeded with, according
to the road engineer’s estimate, provi-
sion for payment to be made later.

Owing to the amount of work already
on hand, Commissioner Fisher said he
did not feel satisfied to undertake the
work.

The motion ‘'was seconded by Com-
missioner Wigmore, with an amendment
to the effect that tenders be called.

MONCTON HOSPTAL
GASE IN COURT HERE.
Matter of Election of Trustess and

Validity of Bye-Law Adopted
By Board '

An interesting case fs being heard in
the Chancery Division today, with I\
'Honor, Mr. Justice Grimmer presiding.
It is the maiter of Francis P. Murphy
of Moncton vs. the Moncton Hospital
Board and James Boyle, president, and
Hugh Hamilton secretary. In this case
a technicality is involved in which the
validity of 2 bye-law adopted by the
hospital board is in dispute. /

The Moncton Hospital is incorporated
and at a meeting held this year a by-
law was passed by the board by which
all persons who subscribed not less than'
$1 would be entitled to vote at the an-
nual meeting, on all questions, includ-
ing the election of trustes. This yeas
the term of three trustees had expired,’
and at the annual meeting some persons,
taking advantage of the by-law, paid
the sum of $1, and put in an attendance
and voted with the result that three
new trustees were elected to succeed
those whose term of office had expired:
The plaintiff in this case was one of the
new members elected.

Subsequent to the annual meeting an
adjourned meeting of the board was
Leld, and at this meeting it was an-
nounced that the board had no auth-
ority to make the by-law giving those
who had subscribed $1 the right to vote,
holding, in other words, that the by-
law was ultra vires. Another vote was
then taken and Mr. Murphy, one of
those who had taken advantage of the
new by-law, was not permitted to par- _
ticipate in the proceedings. On the elec-
tion being held, Mr. Hamilton, one of
the retiring trustees, as well as a de-
fendant in this case, was elected in the
place of Mr. Murphy.

Mr. Murphy now brings the suit in
chancery for a declaration to the effect
that the action of the board at the ad-
journed meeting, at which he was not
allowed to participate, was illegal and
also for an injunction to restrain- the
members of the board from acting on the
resolution by which they decided that
the by-law in question was illegal. He .
also claims damages. Messrs, Clark &
Friel, of Moncton, are appearing for the
plaintiff, who is also a barrister of
Moncton. ' E. A. Riley and M. G. Teed.)
