I do not say
that it would be absolutely impossible
for a middle-aged woman—that is, a
woman of 45—to be got into a post and
to fulfil her work most satisfactorily.

What I do say is that the woman of
45, however excellent her testimonials,
however admirable her qualifications,
will never have a chance of having either
tested if she apply for a position in
the ordinary way, either through a labor
exchange or through an advertisement, or
even with the recommendation of a far-
mer employer, if this latter has to stgf
her age. This I fearlessly challenge any-
one to disprove; and the reason is part-
ly .that the older woman is not adapt-
able after having for twenty years per-
haps done one special sort of work and
even more, that employers do not care
to employ women (as one most chival-
rous banker said to me when begging
him to take a most gifted friend) “old
enough to be my aunt.”

As for the younger men—managers,
clerks and the like, the subordinates—
they quite naturally much prefer young
women, preferably “flappers,” even for
work that older women are imperatively
called for, ¢
