Germany’s la­
bors for tivilization in Louvain, Dinant 
and other cities, towns and villages in 
Bdgium, and in the North Sea have not 
been lost upon the world. It is perhaps 
unnecessary to say that Herr von Eck­
hardt holds Germany blameless in start­
ing the war, and lays all the responsi­
bility upon envious neighbors who did 
not wish Germany to play too import­
ant a role in the world.

Per­
haps if the existence of those siege guns 
had not been kept a secret some of them 
would have been captured sooner by the 
French and British, and perhaps the 
armies of the allies will presently be 
subsisting on a portion of that wonder­
ful food supply.

BRITAIN’S FOOD SUPPLY
Since the German forces The Canadian Census and Statistics 

Monthly for August gives, some inter, 
esting information about tlîe food 
plies of the United Kingdom. Since the 
question of the wheat supply is the most 
important, some facts concerning it will 
be of special interest. During 1913 the 
imports of wheat into the United King­
dom amounted to 229,580,865 bushels. 
In addition there was a home production 
of 56,696,400 bushels. The Monthly es­
timates the total annual wheat require­
ments of the United Kingdom to be in 
round figures about 288,000,000 bushels, 
of which only about 58,000,000 bushels, 
or one-fifth, are produced at home. The 
chief sources of supply are practically 
limited to six countries:—Canada, Brit­
ish India, Australia, the United States, 
Argentina and Russia. There are also 
some receipts in ordinary years from 
Germany, Austria, Roumania, and 
France; but these with the supply from , 
Russia, aggregating altogether from 22,- 
000,000 bushels to 25,000,000 bushels, 
will now have to be got from another 
source. This source, the Monthly points 
out, may he found in Canada and Aus- : 
tralia. The former last year exported 
more than 15,000,000 bushels of wheat1 
and more than 1,500,000 barrels of flour 
to countries other than
