
The case of Clifford Jack vs. Robert A.

BOARD OF TRADE/
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Professor Barnes Due at Sydney 
in Few Days After Cruise in 
Straits of Belle Isle Looking For 
Icebergs Committee Reports on Alternative 

Plans—Public or Private Enter­
prise—Norton Griffiths Said to 
be Willing

Ottawa, Aug. 6—In a few days the scien­
tific world will know the result of the ex­
periments which Prof. Barnes has been 
making in the Straits of Belle Me with 
his invention for the detection of ice­
bergs by ocean going steamers. Ever since 
the announcement of the claim of Prof. 
Barnes the world has awaited expectantly 
the result of hie experiments.

For the past month Prof. Barnes has 
been cruising in the Straits of Belle Isle 
on board the government steamer Mont­
calm, which has been placed at his dis­
posal, and a message today received by 
Deputy Minister of farine and Fisheries 
conveys the information that several very 
successful tests have been made. The 
Montcalm will arrive at Sydney, N. S., in 
a few days and Prof. Barnes will submit 
a report to the government.

The report of the Board of Trade com­
mittee on the reclamation scheme was 
made to a meeting of the council of the 
board this morning. The report is quite ex­
tensive and manes three suggestions for 
taking up the proposition.

The first is that the city and dominion 
government could take it up together and 
the government as a result would have an 
additional wharf front of 1,500 feet,. add­
ing greatly to the port facilities in this re­
gard. The second proposition is that the 
city handle the scheme themselves and 
the third is to turn it over to private in­
terests.

It is understood that Norton Griffiths & 
Co. have intimated that, should the city 
decide not to carry out the project, they 
themselves would do so as a private enter­
prise.

The members of the committee having 
the matter in charge are W. F. Burditt, 
chairman; H. P. Robinson, W. E. Foster, 
J. Hunter White and Walter C. Allison.

It is understood that the engineers for 
the Norton Griffiths Co. have promised a 
more detailed estimate of the cost of the 
reclamation scheme and for this reason it 
was decided to refer the matter back to 
the committee for a further and more de­
tailed report.

Montreal, Aug. 6—For the first time in 
twenty years a portion of the Montread 
heavy brigade will proceed to Halifax, 
there to undergo training under the di­
rection of the officers of the Royal Cana­
dian Artillery. The section of the heavy 
force which will go east to the Halifax 
garrison is the Montreal Siege Company, 
which, up to the recenf change brought 
about in the heavy brigade, was known as 
company number 1. Practically the whole 
strength of the company, consisting of 57 
men, will take part in the training which 
Will be spread over a period of two weeks. 
The specialists attached to the company, 
however, will remain under instructions 
for three weeks and will be given every 
opportunity to brush up on the actual 
work of the instruments in practical field 
work.

The departure for Halifax will take 
place next Saturday and final instructions 
were issued to the men who had assemb­
led in the brigade quarters at the drill 
hall. A greet portion of the work to l>e 
done bv the brigade at Halifax will be 
with the six inch howitzer hundred 
pounders, the men using the guns which 
are at the garrison in the seaport city.
