“The rank is but the guinea stamp,” 
said Robert Bums more than a century 
ago, and at a considerably remoter date 
Alexander Pope made the assertion, 
which has never been gainsaid, that 
“an honest man’s the noblest work of 
God.” Yet men with titles, rrith ances- 
tfy, even though they have nothing els ■ 
to recommend them, continue to be the 
favorites of “society,” and honest men 
stand in the aisles while they sit in close 
proximity to the footlights.

there is nothing like it in business, in 
politics, in law, in medicine, in theology, 
or in the sacred relations of domestic 
life. We witness with wonder the fre­
quent triumphs of pretension and frapd, 
but if we live long enough we are sure to 
witness their downfall and disgrace. 
Many a young man, and men who are 
not young, it may be, often wonder, per­
haps with a feeling of envy, at the suc­
cess trickery achieves, but such success 
the experience of the world proves to be 
insubstantial and little to be desired.

The Toronto Globe tells of a young 
man in that city who underestimated 
the value of a good name, and the 
result of his dishonesty. He had been 
employed by a prominent dry goods 
firm for about six weeks, first in the 
haberdashery department, next in that 
of the gents’ furnishings and latterly in 
the mantle department He received 
$8 a week.

Naturally 
some surprise was created when at noon 
yesterday on his leaving for dinner he 
was requested by one of the firm to go 
into the private office, where on exami­
nation a $19 sealette jacket was found 
concealed under his coat He was im­
mediately taken into custody and lodged 
at No. 2 Station. Meanwhile a detective 
was despatched with the keys of the 
prisoner’s trunk to 145 Shuter street 
where he boarded. The trunk was found 
to contain about $200 worth of miscel­
laneous ladies’ and gentlemen’s dry goods 
and fancy articles with private sale 
marks attached. A pocketbook contain­
ing $125 was also found. This young 
man risked his all and lost, and had he 
won, or in other words escaped detection, 
the spectre of the wrong he had commit­
ted would always have haunted him, 
and though by continued ill-doing he 
might have won position and flattery, in 
his heart he would always have con­
demned himself as a fraud and a failure.

THE YORK ELECTION.
The result of the York election yes­

terday was in accordance with the 
predictions made by the Gazette when 
the campaign commenced and repeated 
two or three days ago. We than stated 
that Mr. Blair would be "elected and 
would carry his ticket with him, be­
cause there was no good reason, from a 
York county point of view, why he 
should be rejected. We also .expressed 
the opinion that the more thq Sun 
abused Mr. Blair, the larger his 
majority would be, and this view of 

we think, provedthe matter is, 
to be accurate by the result We regret 
that such a sectional canvass as York 
against St. John was introduced into this 
contest, but no one need be surprised at 
it who remembers that the principal 
canvass of the Sun against Mr. Blair in 
January last was that he favored York 
at the expense of SL John. Sectionalism 
begets sectionalism, and such a canvass 
is always a dangerous weapon to use be­
cause it may provoke reprisals at a later 
day. The people of SL^ John, however, 
have very short memories in political 
matters, and no one need be surprised 
to see Mr. Blair a great favorite in St. 
John when another general election 
takes place in January 1894. In the 
meantime, it may not be amiss for the 
leader of the government to cultivate 
this constituency somewhat, and not re­
gard the snap verdict of last winter, the 
result of a trumpery fight over an office,as 
its deliberate and settled opinion with 
reference to himself and his government

The returns from York are not yet all 
in, at the time of writing, but 
enough have been received to 
show that Mr. Blair’s majority is a large 
one. The contest was fairly fought out, 
both parties being thoroughly organized, 
but the opposition, if there was any 
difference, having the superiority in this 
respect They had received large sums 
of money from outside counties, especial­
ly from Charlotte and St. John, and also 
the assistance of a number of opposition 
speakers, including Dr. Atkinson, Mr. D. 
L. Hanington, Mr. Phinney of Kent, 
and Messrs. McKeown, Alward and 
Stockton of St John. The two latter did 
not go to York until late in the cam­
paign, but they did yeoman service to the 
opposition cause by collecting funds in 
St John. Contrary to general expectat­
ion Mr. Gibson was able,to spare enough 
time from his own private business 
to work for the opposition ticket,and the 
result of his labors is to be seen in. the

ESCAPED CRIMINALS.
A correspondent of a Toronto paper 

tells how since 1886, eleven prisoners 
have escaped from the penitentiary at 
Kingston. The most remarkable escape 
was that of Kelly and Scoons in 
1887. One of these was employed as 
engineer on board the warden’s steam 
yacht, and one day he took advantage 
of his position to run away with the 
yacht and a fellow-prisoner. In 1889 
four prisoners escaped from the bakery 
and in 1890 two got away from the hos­
pital.

Penitentiaries are expensive institu­
tions, and the object of their maintain- 
ance, it seems to us, is to prevent the 
criminals which they confine, from in­
dulgence in their criminal proclivities. 
By whom the warden of the Kingston 
penitentiary was authorised to employ 
men sentenced to imprisonment for 
crime on his yacht, or in any other way 
by which their punishment would be 
mitigated or any facility for escape 
afforded, we are unadvised. In our view
