LYNN BSGAPES
U PRISON GBLLS
POLICE COULD NOT
. PRODUCE CRIMINAL

Climbs_to Roof of Uity Jail and

Slidet “Down Water Pipe by
Detective Office Windows

(From Wednesday’s Daily.).

Has anyone seen John Lynn?

City police clerk Peter Gardiner this
morning - called ‘“John Lynn, on re-
mand,” and then looked blankly at the
empty dock. John Lynn, who Hhad
been returned to jail yesterday morn-
ing, after the evidence of the prosecu-
tion had been héard against him, could
not be found this morning. The ser-
geant finally told the court that John
Lynn had escaped from the city prison
over night.

When the jail doors were opened
this morning for the prisoners to take
the morning air in the jail yard, the
official tally was one short, and the
lynx-eyed members of the police force
peeped into every hole and cranny for
traces of the misslng man. After a
long hunt they discovered the simple
manner in which John Lynn had evad-
ed them, freeing himself from serving
a term of six months given him last
Monday, and a possible conviction on
the charge now against him.

The prisoner, some time before 9
o’clock last night, tore his blankets in-
to strips, knotted them together, fast-
ened one end to the bars on the roof of
the jail toilet, and threw the rope out
through the bars and over the top so
that it fell into the jail yard. He then
walked round into the jail yard, which
is open to the prisoners till 9 p. m., and
climbed up on the one-storey roof.
From there he drew up the blanket and
left it where it was found this morn-
ing. The prisoner apparently climbed
the window bars and reached the gut-
tering at the top of the second storey,
from there walked across the roof to
the city hall wall, and, by clinging to a
small tin pipe, was able to reach the
iron drain pipe directly opposite the de-
tective office windows. He slid down
this pipe to the alleyway between the
city hall building and the detective of-
fice, and from there, either went out
the door adjoining the detective office
and the police station, on to Cormor-
ant street, or camé round through the
city hall door into the building and
made his way on to Pandora or Doug-
las street through the front or side en-
trances. Lynn had time either to get
away on the Vancouver boat last night
or to make his way into the country
around Victoria. The perplexing part
of the escape is that he was not missed
last night when the prisoners were put
in the cells.

Theé charge on which Lynn was to be
tried this morning was holding up the
Excelsior saloon with a revolver. He
went there ‘one night last week, de-
manded money, and tried to
his demands at the point of a gun.
The licensee of the Excelsior refused
to hand over, and told Lynn he could
do anything he liked. Lynn was short-
ly afterwards arrested for drunken-
ness, and the gun was found in his
pocket. In court Monday morning he
said he had purchased it from a man
on the corner of Niagara and Menzies
streets for 50 cents, while he was walit-
ing for a car. He received a term of
six months, and was then brought for-
ward on the charge of holding up the
saloon. The evidence of the prosecu-
tion was taken in this case yesterday
morning, and a remand granted to
Lynn, who said he desired to obtain
witnesses. -

Lynn first made the acquaintance of
the police court about seven months
ago, when he was given a term of im-
prisonment for deserting from a ship
in Esquimalt harbor. At his former
trial he complained he had ybeen
brought from Seattle to sign on’ the
ship for a trip to Alaska, and when
aboard found the ship was Australian
bound. He had been given an advance
of pay, and then deserted. He was re-
eently released from jail on that sen-
tence.

From the description, the police be-
lieve Lynn has taken the direction of
Sidney, and will be found in that lo-
cality before long.

CO-OPERATION [N
PUBLICITY CAMPAIGN

Proposed United Action of Koo-
tenay Boundary Districts—
Railway Rates Question

Nelson, July 19.—Defirite steps were
taken at the board. of trade meeting
toward enlisting the co-operation of
the entire Kootenay and Boundary dis-
tricts in a comprehensive scheme for
advertising the district and-attracting
settlers and capital. The proposal was
made by H. C. Hall, that the secretary
should write to the boards of trade of
towns and cities in the Xootenay and
Boundary and to prominent citizens in
smaller places suggesting that they
should join with Nelson in a thorough
advertising campaign and the sugges-
tion was adopted.

Mr. Hall thought that Nelson was
lagging compared with the publicity
work accomplished by other cities.
Nelson was 'required to advertise not
only the city but the surrounding dis-
trict and this was a severe burden.
He did not think .that the work was
being undertaken on a sufficiently
broad basis. The burden of adver-
tising should not’be carried by Nelson
alone. Fruit was being grown with
great success at Rossland and if
grown at that elevation it meant that
there was a tremendous district ¢ of
fruitful land. The whole district
should join in the publicity work and
if it did an agent could be established
in London, which was what is re-
quired. Large companies that would
clear tracts of land and bring in set-
tlers would be eventually attracted if
the advantages of the country were
mads known.

W. R. Farris announced that from
information he had lately gathered he
was convinced_that the project for ren-
dering the Columbia river navigable,
which had at first been regarded as. a
joke, was intensely practical. He had
been in communication ‘with the
counsel of the Portland chamber of
commerce and with Senator Chamber-
lain of Portland, who were strongly in
favor of the scheme. He suggested
that the committee be authorized to
invite the Portland chamber of com-
merce and other bodies to send dele-
gations to Nelson to discuss the ques-
tion with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, provided
that the premier was willing to meet
them. This was adopted.

The announcement that the railway
commission would meet in Vancouver
on September 5th to consider freight
rate matters in which the Kootenay
district is interested, led to a discussion
in which the importance of presenting
a strong case on behalf of Nelson was
emphasized and in which the disad-
vantages under which the city at pres-
sent labors in regard to freight rates
were pointed out. B. H. Fox mention-
ed that a carload of glass from the east

W. G. Foster was very strongly of
the opinion that the board should be
represented at Vancouver and also at
the Nelson session.

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PACIFIC CABLE
. CANADIAN WIRE

HAS LEASED A LINE
ACROSS DOMINION

Immense Growth of Business
Makes This a Necessity—Man-
ager Milward Coming

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

John Milward, Australian manager of
the Pacific Cable, is expected here in
a day or two on the way to inspect the
Canadian terininal station at Banfield.

With A, S. Baxendale, chairman of
the London board, he has just con-
cluded, in Montreal, arrangements for
the leasing of_ a through land line
across the Dominion, in order to handle
properly the immense business which
has developed. The move now being
made is a, great step forward in the
history of the cable company, and it
is the opinion of Mr. Milward that
through it the efficiency of the whole
service will be greatly increased.

This stretch of wire nas been leased
from the C. P..R. company by the cable
board, and by to-morrow the most
modern machinery and equipment
available will be in Vancouver, where
one of the stations will be situated. Mr.
Carr, of the London staff, and two as-
sistants, will arrive about the same
time, and early next week the Pacific
Cable will commence handling its own
dispatches across Canada.

Mr. Milward came from Australia
three weeks ago on the Marama and
went to Montreal, where he met the
ohairman. The latter will make only
a flying visit to this coast, returning
east to-day, his presence being urgent-
ly required in London. Mr. Milward,
who is charged with the work of com-
pleting the arrangements, will remain
on the coast until the middle of Sep-
tember, when he will return to Sydney.

The board is making improvements
of a double character in connection
with its leased wire. The first has ref-
erence to the safety of the code. Hith-
erto, although the continental code
was employed on the cable itself, when
it was picked up by the C. P. R. for
transmission across Canada the Ameri-
can code was employed. The charac-
ters of this code are regarded by cable
men as not sufficiently distinct to be
safely employed in handling important
cable matter. The Inore precise con-
tinental characters leave less room
for errors or confusion, and these will
henceforth be employed throughout.

The other !mprovement rerates to
speed. The Wheatstone machines for
rapid transmission will be installed at
the four relay stations—White River,
Winnipeg, Calgary and Vancouver. At
eacn of these stations two or three ex-
perts who have been brought from the
London office, will watch the automatic
relaying of all messages, their inter-
vention being necessary only on emer-
gency. The equipment at this end will
be capable of handling 300 words a
minute, although in actual operation
Messrs. Baxendale and Milward do not
anticipate that they will transmit more
than thirty-five words per minute.
Evzn this, however, is an increase of
fifty per cent. on former averages.

About a score of trained men have
been brought out by Mr. Baxendale,
and they will have complete charge of
the new wire, which is leased from the
C. P. R., which also is charged with
the maiutenance of it. At Montreal
messages are turned over to either the
Commercial or the Anglo Cable com-
panies, with coast stations at Canso
and at Sydney, for transmission across
the Atlantic.

CREAMERY  ASSOCIATION
MAY EXTEND BUSINESS

Meeting Will Be Held at Duncan
Next Month to Discuss
Proposal

(Special Correspondence.)

Duncan, July 19.—A 'matter of more
than ordinary interest is oceupying the
minds of the farmers of the district,
and that is whethew the.creamery busi-
ness which has been carried on for
some years in Duncan shall be removed
to Victoria and the assoclation enlarg-
ed to include the farmers of Saanich
and possibly other neighboring dis-
tricts. With the growth of Victoria
and the whole southern part of Van-
couver Island, it is felt that Cowichan
is really one of the suburban districts
of the capital. Already a few' of the
largest farmers of- the district have
broken away from the local associa-
tion, or have never joined it, and are
sending their milk and cream to Vic-
toria independently. It is felt that
with the union with Saanich and the
employment of the most expert men
practically the whole of Victoria, if
need be, could be supplied with milk,
cream and ice cream, fresh eggs amd
butter.

For years past the Cowichan Cream-
ery Association has employed expert
butter makers imported from Denmark.
Within the past year the association
has established an egg collecting sta-
tion and employed an expert who
tests the eggs brought in, and stamps
them. Zules are made that the eggs
must be gathered every day and
brought regularly to the station, which
is managed from the creamery. Strict
rules are made regarding the shipment
to market and peénalties laid on any
who should bring in eggs not up to the
standard. During the past year, too,
the association has built a warehouse
and begun importing feed wholesale
for the use of the patrons.

Within the past few weeks a milk
business has been' ‘bought in Victoria
and Cowichan milk is being supplied
to a limited number of Victoria cus-
tomers.

Should the whole creamery business
be transferred to Victoria the churns
and machinery will be removed, as well
as the offices and only the feed ware-
house and ice plant, for the use of the
patrons, will remain in Duncan.

A number of ‘the patrons are opposed
to the scheme, as they say that with
the extension of the scope of the as-
sociation it might not be possible to
maintain the present high standard.
Some also think that the expense in-
volved might not be covered by the ex-
tra profits. A meeting of the whole
association has been called for August
3rd, when the matter will be thorough-
ly discussed and a decision reached.

The pretty residence of Ashdown H.

from the fire-swept areas last night
were indefinite, due to fhe uncertainty
of telegraph and telephone wires. Vari-
ous unofficial reports regched here that
the town of Three Forks was totally
destroyed, and that the mountain
peaks are filled with refugees. No new
fatalities are reported.

Unconfirmed reports received are
that the thriving town of Sandon is
surrounded by timber fires and seemed
doomed to destruction. Baynes lake
and Jaffray, in the Crow district, are
reported also destroyed, Government |
fire fighters succeeded im diverting the
fire on Toad mountain that menaced
Nelson, in a westerly direction.

The Silver King and Athabasca‘
mines,.right in the fire belt, were tem-
porarily saved by the wind veering.
These mines are located five miles from
Nelson, which  is shrouded in semi-
darkness from the smoke éven at mid-
day. The air is oppressive, and the
temperature this morning at 1 o’clock
was 8.

Edward Lucas, the missing miner of
the Lucky Jim fire disaster, was found
dead to-day in the mouth of No. 4
gshaft, where he retreated from the
running fire that swept the town of
Whitewater, ;

The mining town of Whitewater is
officially known to be completely de-
stroyed and very little is left of Mec-
Guigan.

At Moyie and vicinity the danger is
stil] imminent, but a large force of
fighters has surrounded the town, and
if the wind does not increase, the out-
ook is hopeful.

W. E. Sewicky, general manager of
the Rambler-Cariboo, s leaving for
Spokane to-day, where it is expected a
meeting of directors will be held. The
loss to the company will reach $55,000.
Both destroyed mining preperties at
Whitewater and Rambler-Cariboo will
be immediately rebuilt.

Kaslo réports that the fire is ‘now
spreading {into the green timber. This
indicates the fire wardens, who re-
sorted to back firing, have been un-
able to cope with the spreading fury
of the flames. ;

Property Loss Enormous.

Portland, Ore., July 20.—Hundreds of
men to-day are battling against the
worst series of forest fires that have
swept the Pacific northwest and Bri-
tish Columbia for ‘a decade, according |
to reports ‘reaching here.

In Washington, Idaho, Montana, Ore-
gon and British Columbia numerous
fires are consuming millions of feet of
the choicest timber, and are leaving in
their wake death and desolation.

The lcss already is enormous and the
end is not in sight. Eight persons are
known to be dead, a number are unac-
counted for, and scores have been in-
jured.

Indications are that rain will fall
soon. If it does not the probabilities
are that the worst conflagration in the
history of/the Pacific coast will result.

The fires that are doing the greatest
damage this afternoon are burning in
the Nelson and Kaslo districts in Bri-
tish Columbia. To the eastward other
fires are devastating forests.

In the Idaho pan-handle and the
northeastern part of Washington,
numerous fires are taking their heavy
tolls of timber and homes, These fires,
for the most part, are being brought
under control.

Montana fires are burning on the
Flathead Indian reservation, and in
the Bitter Roots. For the most part
these blazes are small,

In western Washington a fire is con-
suming timbér in the Grays Harbor
district,’ in the vicinity of Hoquiam.
Other fires are burning in the vicinity
of Seattle.

In Oregon a big blaze has destroyed
half a million feet of legs in the upper |
Grays River district, not far from
Astoria, and is now burning in the |
green timber. Fires are reported in |
gouthern Oregon.
