Gentlemen:—I beg leave to submit my
report to the association showing work
done for the year 1903, which has not been
| s large as we would anticipate, yet, as to
quality, has possibly exceedéd any former
Shipments. This i a good sign and as it
ought to be, showing that the farmers are
gradually being edueated to the great neces-
sity of better and improved sires.

The shipments for the year ° directly
through . our -association -consisted  of - six
carloads; contaiming: 12 Shorthorn bulls, 18
Shorthorn heifers, 2 Holstein bulls, 17
Holstein - heifers, 3 Berkshire boars, ‘2
Yorkshire boars, 3 Yorkshire sows, 1 Tam-
worth boar, 2 Oxfords, 2 Shropshires and
2 Lincoln sheep, and 4 stallions (2 Shires, 1
Clyde, 1 standard bred), also one hundred
and -twenty- -eight. one and two years old
graded dairy heifers, a large number of
which was left in the Okanagan valley. I
was also instrumental in shipping a car-
load of milch cows from the Fraser to the
" Okanagan valley and have had inquiries for
more, One Shire stallion, bought from
John Gardhouse, of Westop, for $2,000 and
dellvered to the Greenhow Estate, Vernon,
for $2,085, was judged this fall by Eastern
and provincial judges, who also judged at
the North Yakima fair, Washington, and
who sald he was the best type of draught
horse In the province. This will ‘'be no
doubt very pleasing to your own gobd
selves, as it is likewise satisfactory to me,
and I am pleased to state that all of my
shipments have given entire satisfaction.

Our aeccounts for the - year have beén
--closed and audited and show no loss to the
government. ' The- uncollected accounts of
1902 work, the Interest being pald and notes
renewed where necessary, KKewise shows
1o lossi.

‘According ‘to. your instructions last: year,
I jentered suit on behalf-of the association
against Messrs. Carsons, of Pavillion Moun-
tain. This was postpened from time to
time, but finally came off in June last, and
we got judgment against the Carsons for
$387, each party to pay their own' costs.
Out of this we have received $287, the bal-
ance of $100 being costs joeurred by the
plaintiT to the suit, the detailed statement’
of ‘which: has-‘been placed.before the execu-
tive. = This..leayes von.'190L aceount - $540,.
which; no doubt; il hare. o be met by
the govgrnment .although:: to -oﬂset this&
there ‘are: some.i: oursssndlng aeco
agalnst this which.may or may mot be re-
coverable.

I have been successful in selling about 30
head of local stock from the local breeders
at very fair prices, and which also has
given entire satisfaction; shippipg one par-
ticular Yorkshire boar to a large breeder
in Salem, Oregon, from whem I have had
the most favorable reply and inguiry for
Yorkshire sows, which order 1 have been
unable up to the present time to fill.

This is a goed sign, to secure the Ameri-
can market for our local breeders.

1 feel that our association is handicapped
by not being recognized by the Dominion
live stock commissioner for the past two
yvears, for reasons with which you are all
thoroughly acquainted and which I do not
wish to reiterate at this time, except that
your association, according to advertise-
ments appearing in the British Colnmbian
rewspapers, will not be represented at the
Live Stock Union, to be held at Taronto
next March, as it confines representation
to live stock associations working under
authority from the Department of Agricul-
ture at Ottawa. Who is responsible for
this T am .not prepared to say, but I un-
hesitatingly state that it is a slight on this
association not to be recognized by the de-
partment at Ottawa, simply because your
association does not submit to the personal
views of some particular individual.

When you consider that this association
since its inauguration has put into the
pockets of the breeders of Ontario over
$60,000, this, I imagine, gentlemen,. is
worthy of consideration, and I will venture
to say here that the breeders of Ontario
know nothing about the grievances of this
association and the way we have:® been
treated by the department at Ottawa.

In accordance with the request made at
the last annual meeting, all the correspond-
ence between the live stock commissioner
and this association was laid before Mr.
Morrison, M. P., regarding the withholding
of the Dominion grant of $650, which he
was directed to lay before the Minister of
Agriculture at -Ottawa, and I have not yet
had any report from this,

I would recommend that all the pure bred
breeders of the province send me a list of
such stock which they raise, togethier with
age and price attached, so that the secre-
tary may be in a position to dispose of the
surplus stock of our local breeders before
sending thelr orders East.

I am glad to be able to report one valu-
able industry of the province in a flourish-
ing condition, I refer to the creameries,
which are doing such valuable work for the
farmer. There are ten such associations
in the province, all of which are co-opera-
tive (and in addition A. Urquhart, of
Comox, and ' O. Bowman, of Sumas, are
- operating private creameries), with an ag-
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[mwe eutput of 1,000,000 ms ‘of butter

| for 1903, which shows a -eonsiderable  in-
crease over former years, and nets an aver-
age price of 25¢. per . You will see by
this that there has been $250,000 distribut-
ed amongst the farmers for this commodlty
alone.

I.cannot close this report without extend-
ing my thanks and the thanks of the asso-
ciation to A. P. Westervelt, secretary of
the Live Stock Association of Ontarlo, for
the courtesies he has extended to. me as
Your representative and the ﬂntirmg efforts
on ‘his behalf in agsisting me to \purchase,
and otherwise aiding me in my shipxnents.

I can’ assure you, gentlemen, that the rey
lations existing between . Mr. Westervelt
.and the Department of Agriculture ot On-
tario and myself are of the most cordlnl
nature,: and without their assistdnee . #
would have been greatly handicapped both
in my purchases and shipments.

I also want to thank the president, \Ir.
A. C. Wells, and all ‘othier gfficers of the
assoeiation;' for their courteous and friend-
ly treatment during the past year, as their
only aim has been for the advancement of
the Dairymen’'s and Live Stoek . Asaoei
tion,
