I see sitting upon my left hand here
an honored member of the Canadian
Parliament, occupying in that great
country a somewhat similar position to
the one I occupy in my own country. I
do net know how it is with my country-
men in general---some men have strange
ambitions. 1 mnever had the political
ambition that made me the desire to be
a governor; but from my earliest boy-
hood I had a cozsuming desire to be a
member of the great American House of
Representatives. Down the visto of all
my dreams I saw the great white dome
of the Capitol of the only true republic
on earth.

My
hair was a trifle long and my coat not of
the latest cut, but asI reaehed the Capi-
tol of my country and started down that
long corridor toward the door of the
House of Representatives, looming in
front of me, I felt, sir, that God’s elect
were gbout to dome into their own.
(Laughter.) To be entirely irank with |
vou I could feel the earth tremble, con-
scious of the importance of my tread.
(Laughter.)

Winnipeg, Man., July 30.-—-°‘I can
place 5,000 men at the present {Ime rang-
ing from $40 to $45 per month and board
said Joseph Burnms, Provincial Saperin-
tendent of Imigration and Employment.

‘“The demand is continnally increasing
and inside of one month I am afraid the
pumber will reach as high as 15,000 for
the province alone. I am getting reports
from the farmers daily and in every case

i they are asking for more men than they

required. I estimate that from 32,000 to
35,000 will be required for the three prov-
inces. I imagine that the wages will be
very high during the harvest, not less
thrau $2 per day, and that is more than
the farmers can afford in many cases, to
pay. ‘I had one man who was desperate
for help. Hesaid he could not get mn
his hay supply.”” - b

are prepared asa whole to handle crop
and to avoid any blockade, such as Ras

Three big roads will have in commission
not less than 35,000 freight cars, 9,000
of which belong tothe C.N. R., the
G.T. P. 5000, and ‘the C. P. R. and
subsidiary lines about 24,000. The Iat-
ter road also has 350 locomotives ready
for action, so that it is an excellent posi-
tion to handle the enormous of traffic.
There are 1,480 elevators in western Can-
ada, ircluding terminal and interior, and
these have a total capacity of about
65,000,000 bushels. On the C. P. R.
thereis 1,001 elevators, the C. N. R. 398,
the G. T. P. 4i., the Alberta Railway &
Irrigation Company 11, the Brandon,
Saskatchewan and H. B. Railway 15, and
the Midland Railway 8. During the
present season it is estimated that 220
elevators were constructed in the west,
whick would bring the total up to 1,700
gll told. Onthe G. T. P. alone there
have been fifty-five new elevators erected.
