By Captain Frank Upham, U. S A, :

Old Fort Badwin consisted of a row of
squat, one-story, adobe houses, built in the
Mexican style, which were the quarters of
the officers, and a simila~, though some-
what differently arranged, live of buildings,
extending at & right angle from the end of
the officers’ quarters, that comprised t'e
barracks occupied by the three companies
of infantry and one troop of cavalry which
made up the garrison. The storehouses,
atables, corrals, etc, completed all there
was of Fort Badwin.

It was a sun-baked slope, extending to-
ward the Gila. three miles away, but along
» pretty stream, a redeeming festare, hav-
ing its source in the springs at the base of
the mouniain which formed the background.
The landscape was still farther relieved by
the extending lines of cottonwood and mes-
quite trees which bordered the little stream,
called by the Indians the ’Shus.Be-To,” or
Bear’s Water.

Around this ‘‘post” the Apaches were
everywhere even stealthily crawling inside
the line of sentinels at night, or shooting
their arrows at the sentinel as he walked
his lonely beat. Oa one dark night they
watched the guard at the cattle corral, and
during his short absence from a selected
spot, by an adroit use of their rawhide
lariats sucoeeded in dragging several of the
smaller animals through an opening they
thad forced between the logs, without dis-
sovery; whereat a soldier mext morning
rhymed:

w! the poor Indian, with untutored mind,
Find calves in ths corral, and chokes off
their wind.

In the year which followed the close of
the War of the Robellion, to Fort Baldwin
nad come Captain Sigourney, with his bride
and his cavalry troop. Gentle Mary Sig-
ourney was a minister’s daughter, who in
the far-away New England town had joined
her life with that of the brave young cap-
tain, that hero for whom she had forsaken
home and kindred, to share with him the
wild, gnknown life on the frontier. The
fair, girlish form seemed strangely ont of
keeping with the rude surroundings, but
she was content.

Barely were the soldiers given- time o
‘03cupy their quartera after the weary mareh
across the sandy deserts. It was Indigns!
Indians! everywhere and at all times, Cap-
tain Sigourney, the ideal of an American
cavalry officer, was almoat constantly in the
saddle, his form a- tower of physical and
moral strength. His rough riding troopers
were already a terror to the neighboring
bands of Apaches, who felt that their
strongholds and mountain fastneises were
no longer places from which they might de-
fy the troops of the Government,

It was Sanday afternoon. The October
sun shone brightly as stable-call was sound:
od at Badwin; but, instead of ‘‘answerilig
the call,” both officers and men had col-
lected in groups about the flagstaff, intent
apon s strange something which had &t-
tracted their attention. Kven the few
members of the officers’ families were there,
in a littlo knot but slightly removed, and
the eyes of all were riveted on a common
object. Gradually it was seen to emerge
from the haziness of the surrounding hills,
and soon forms were distinguishable. But
ere this, the clear nctes of the cavalcy bu-
gles rang out ‘‘Boots and saddles!” and the
loog roll of the infantry wasas promptly
beaten. Captain Sigourney is already in
line with his troop on the flank of the post
facing old Mount Turnbull, near him the
longer line of the infantry battalion has also
halted, and now, in ominous silence, do the
veterans so recently from the scenes of a
civilized war, wait the approach of a savage
foe.

With b.ted breath has been pissed from
one to another the dreaded name of
s‘Cochise,” that fearless Indian whose
prowess had for years maintained an abso-
late supremacy throughout the Southwest,
from the Rio Grande to the Colorado, the
mention of whom might well cause the
cheek of the border man to pale.

From his customary haunts, Cochise had
heard of the work of the ‘‘blond soldier
chief” on the Shus Be.To, and had come to

purish him, He had brought his chosen
warriors, armed with the lance, with bows
and arrows, and with firearms, the spoils of
many a massacre in Arizona and Sonora.
Contrary to his custom, he had said he
would fight the soldiers on open ground;
and now, followed by a horde of painted
fiends, he was riding on to the devoted gar-
rison at Badwin.

On, on.as they moved with almist mili.
tary grecision, and in numbers much greater
than the little body of troopers. Am oc-
ocasional glimpse could ‘be caught from b
ceath the overhsnging cloud of dust with
which they were enveloped, while so per-
tect was the discipline of this wonderful
savage that no word was spoken, the si'ence
being broken only by fhs pounding of the
unshod hoofs, and the snorting of the pon-
ies, who scented the coming fray.

The Indiams had advanced so that the
dull sound of their coming was audible, and
had reached a level piece of ground adjacent
to the post, when the command ‘‘Forward!”

This, in rapid succession
was followed by the commands *Trot!”
and “Gallop!” Then, in the clear, brisk
notes of the bagle, came the ‘‘Charge!”
With ranks uanbroken, and gleaming
sabera high in air, sped the gallsnt troopers,
with the swiftness of the wind, to meet
momentum with momentum, Five hundred
yards were passed, and the white mau and
the red were for an instant face to face, eye
glaring iato eye, with silent deadly purpose;
then the wild whoop of tne Apaches filled
the air, echoing back from the mountain-
side as from a thousand savage throats,
mingling with the loud che’rs of the soldiers
as the surging bodies met,

Then on foot they fought, with, carhine,
with pistol, or still with lance, and ‘b.g,
with the ferocity ot war, and for self-preser-
vation, this unto the death.: -Riderless
dashed the frightened ponies of the Indians
and the larger horses of the fallen soldiers,
with nostrils wide apart, wildly smorting,
into the thickest of the fight; then, as some
faithful brate received his dessh-woukid,
sounded that cry of equine terror heard mid
the scenes of carnage where. Dmh
ever led humanity, There was no quartar;
to fall was almost certsin death. Quickly
was the ground atrewn with the bedies of
those who but now sought esch other’s
lives; together, silently and p‘u!nlly, lay
the white man and the Indnn in the um
of Death,

All this passed in almost the epace of
time it has taken to tell it, and the o
forces had passed ‘“‘through esch cﬂir"
On the other side the trumpst had already
sounded the ‘'Rally.” Quickly did the
captain assemble the remainder of his men -
to renew the charge, butthe Indians did
not wait, it was not their method.. The

Apaches s¢emed almost to vanish, so rapid-
