A POOR ARRANGEMENT

Canadians are told frequently that they
do wrong in buying so many. cheap maga-
zines published in the United States, and
so few books and periodicals published in
Great Britain. In the Senate yesterday,
Sir George Drummond asked why the
British postal authorities charge eight
cents a pound on magazines sent to Can-
ada as against two on those sent to the
United States. The British magazines, or
many of them, are sent to New York at
the cheap rate, filled there with Ameri-
can advertising, and sent to Canada for
one cent a pound, appearing here as Amer-
ican editions of British publications. There
is an advantage of five cents in favor of
the ‘American channel. British goods suf-
fer by the American advertisements. And
why give a lower rate to the United
States than to Canada?

The arrangement is both unfair and un-
wise. ‘The postal authorities deliberateiy
handicap the British and Canadian publi-
cations in this market. The people will

[ continue to buy what appeals to them; but

there is no apparent reason why the Brit-
ish post office regulations should tend to
promote the flooding of Canada with
Americanized. editions of the Old Country
publications. .

BRIDGEWATER'S EXAMPLE

The children saw the
pudding being made. They learnéd at the
same time the reason for each step in the
process. The first point discussed was
suet. Where found? Choice and cost.
How prepared for use. Substitutes for suet
and the food value of fats. The chemical
action of molasses and soda and the value
and danger of spices. During the demon-
strution by the teacher the class learned
the advantages of steaming over the old
fashioned method of boiling, a fact that
many housekeepers are ignorant of. The
children were greatly interested by this
preliminary work and answered the ques-
tions intelligently and well. They then
set to work making the pudding quickly
and neatly. The absence of any noise or
confusion where fifteen young girls were
werking together doing things well illus-
trates the perfect discipline of Miss Me-
CGallum. While the puddings were steam-
ing, the dishes were washed and put away,
the tables_cleared and scrubbed and the
room put in order. At the end of the les-
son the puddings were served each with
its over sauce, also made by the girls. This
forms a very important part of each day's
wonk and teaches young girls useful things
about serving food. To. the great delight
cf every member of the class every pud-
ding was a success. Altogether a very
pleasant and practical morning was epent,
the visitor enjoying the hour as well as
the olass. Miss MaCallum is a teacher of
great ability and is very enthusiastic over
her work and is making a fine success of
this sc¢hool.  Parents and others interésted
in the education of children would do well
to visit this department of the town
schools.”

St. John, as the Board of Trade recently
noted, is not very progressive in these mat-
ters.

- POWER AND INDUSTRIES

The likelihood that @ great industry, or
more than one, may be established at
Grand Falls, and that electric power may
be developed there and carried to other
places to turn the wheéls of new indust-
tries and provide cheap electric light, will
be hailed as a promising sign of the times
in New Brunswick. Some further details
of the plan announced yesterday in our
despatches are given in another column.

—when it comes—may be of such a char-
acter as to invite rather than repel capi-
talists in search of a favorable location for
manufacturing enterprises.

to wreck the University, at least to de-
stroy faith in human nature. Professor
Jack is a valuable instructor who has
done a great work for his college, a work
for which he never can be adequately
paid. It is not at all hikely the Uni-
versity authorities now feel that they
should attempt to fetter him at a time
when he is fimpelled by circumstances to
accept elsewhere a species of good fortune
which the University is in no position to
promise him.

He will leave at the end of February,
having then carried on the work for five
of the eight months of the college year.
Yet he will receive lesy than half a year's
salary. The rematinder can be used to. pay
a competent substitute, and difficult as it
will be to meplace Professor Jack his going
will not cause any irreparable dislocation
of the course. The friends and admirers
he is leaving will wish him luck, and will
rejcice in his success, while they will
deeply regret the parting which circum-
stances make imperative.

THE CAPE TO CAIRO RAILWAY.
(Boston Transeript).

Oue of the most important transporta-
tion projects of modern times is being
pushed forward with rapidity, and although
there is a gap of sane 3,000 miles to be
covered, it is not too much to expect that
the Cape to Cairo Railway will be an
actuality within the present generation.
Considering the wonderful changes that
have taken place in Africa within the last
quarter-century, the projectors of this ro-
mantic enterprise may feel encouraged to
optimism. Within six months, it is ex-
pected, the line will be completed north-
ward from Cape Town north of the Zam-
besi to Kalomo, a hundred miles north of
that river and the capital of Barotseland.
From Kalomo to Lake Tanganyika is a
distance of some 700 miles, and using the
400 miles of waterway on Lake Tanganyika
and constructing a 200-mile link of railway
to Lake Vietoria Nyanza, another water
route of 200 miles brings one to British
territory again, where another section of
1,000 miles must be constructed to carry
the railway to Khartoum. From here the
line is already constructed to Alexandria,
a distance of 1,200 miles.

- Tt will thus be seen that the British have
constructed 2,800 zniles of the total dis-
tance of 5,300 miles, and of the remainder
some 600 miles may be covered by water.
This leaves only 1,900 miles to be built,
and only about 200 miles of this need to
pass through territory other than British,
German East Africa being between the two
lakes mentioned. But whether England se-
cures this coveted strip or mot, the com-
pletion of this link is only a question of
time. Systems of communication benefit
all countries, and are the first essentials of
progress. Germany cannot afford to stand
in the way of Great Britain in this pro-

ject, for it would block the progress of her|

own East African territory.

PFngland is concerned not alone with the
building of a line of communication be-
tween Cairo and the Cape, however. 1n
order to attract white settlers to Rhodesia
the railway company is offering free grants
of land in 160-acre traocts to settlers, and
it is stated that those who have already
established themselves along the new line
of railway are meeting with great success
in the raising of tobacco. No piece of land
will 'be moré than three miles ffom a rail-
way. This scheme of indueing settlement
will be carried north of Buluwayo to the
Zambesi and beyond. The determination
with which this great project is being car-
ried forward indicates that no matter what
difficulties may stand in the way, the pro-
ject. will be carried through, and the com-
pletion of the Cape fto Cairo Railway wiul
result in a decided addition to the world’s
requirements, as well as its facilities for
transportation.

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THE TRAGEDY.

Tondon, Feb. 20—The Daily 'L'elegraph
this morning publishes a despatch réceived
from its St. Petersburg correspondent tell-
ing the following story by an eve-witnese

“QOn Friday afternoon the Senate squars |
was deserted and dismal when I entered
it shortly before 3 o’clock. The snow was
tarnished and the weather unpleasant. Men
were scraping ice from the footpath. 1
noticed nothing in particular, not even the
grand ducal carriage, which must have roll-
ed past me, until all at once I was deaf-
ened and dazed by a terrific explosion.

“The effect of the concussion on me was
moomentary, and I was then conscious of a
yellowish column rising from the street,
while I heard the crash of glass near the
arsenal.

“A few persons then appeared in the
square, ‘stood, looked and then went run-
ning toward masses of black and red,
which I had mot before noticed, in the
snow.

“I hastened my pace and saw the fore
part of a carringe with a wheel and axle
being drawn by a convulsive and bleeding
horse. The impression was uncanny, as
in a bad dream. The horse stood, stag-
gered and fell dead. The masses of black
and red were fragments of the carriage
and pontions of a human form. The trunk,
head, legs and hands were all in different
places, and ‘blood was everywhere.

“Some more persons now appeared on
the border of the square and, seeing 2
group of people at one corner, came run-
ning up toward us.

“ ‘What’s the matter?’

“ The Grand Duke’s killed by a bomb.’

““Who'’s killed him?

“ ‘Students.’ o

“<Catch the murderers! Kill the mur-
derers! Arrest the students!’

“Police also soon appeared om the scene
and with them several members of the
secret protective body whose special care
was to \watch over the Grand Duke Ser-
gius. They stooped down over the black
and red masses, which contrasted with the
tarnished snow, over the limbs of the mur-
dered man, and some made a sign of the
cross.

s“Meanwhile near the Nicholas gate &
group of persons, chiefly policemen, were
moving away amid shouts and disorder.

“Jn the centre was a youth dressed in
black, whose face I did mot see. He was
gesticulating like an Ttalian. People said
he was a student who had thrown the
bomb, and was walking with two other
students, who were arrested, but some of
these stories were inventions.

“The police, who had made a cordon
around the fragments of the Grand Duke
and pieces of the carriage, now moved re-
spectfully away to allow the Grand Duchess
Sergius to pass. :

“Without headgear and with only a fur
cloak thrown over her shoulders, the dilus-
trious lady had left her palace and was
kneeling on the muddy snow before the
headless body of her spouse whose mili-
tary cloak had been torn to shreds and
whose amputated  left arm lay near the
gory neck.”

TORONTO GLOBE ON
" SEPARATE SCHOOLS.

The Toronto Globe, after pointing out
that the most difficult and the most deli-
cate question presented to parliament in

the two new western provinces in the ques-
tion of separate schools, says that whether
this measure is approved or disapproved,
every Canadian knows that it is presented
by one who has earned the right to speak
frankly to Roman Catholics and to Protes-
tants alike, and to epeak, 1o, as a great
Canadian &tatesman. .

“The measure,” continues the Globe,
“will not be approved by the extreme ad-
vocates of separate schools because such
schools as are at present found in the Ter-
ritories are not sufficiently ‘separate’ to
suit their views. Neither will it be ap-
proved by the more extreme opponents of
separate echools because to them the very
permission of separate schools of any kind
is ‘an offence. But the satisfaction of
either extreme is not the question at is-
sue. ‘Lhe question at iseue is this: ‘Is it
right or wise for the Dominion parlament
to - attempt to make the maintenance of
separate schools a permanent, constitu-
tional obligation on the new Western prov-
inces?” The Globe’s answer to that ques-
tion is not the answer given in the meas-
ure now before parliament. ‘We are con-
vineed that the spirit and intention of the
British North America Act concede to the
provincial legislatures full control of their
educational systems subject to the right
of the Dominicn parliament in a specified
case to enact remedial legislation. The ex-
ception made with regard to separate
schools in Ontario and Quebec does not
impair that - fundamental constitutional
principle of provineial autonomy in educa-
tion, and the history of educational con-
troversies in New Brunswick, Prince Ed-
g and Manitoba comfirms this

ablishment of separate schools in
erritories does not make it obliga-
on parliament now that a provincial
constitution is being granted to enact that
the establishment of separate schools shall

‘| be a permanent obligation on the new

provincial legislatures. So long as these
communities remained wunder territorial
government the Dominion parliament had
the right to dictate their educational pol-
icy, but when a provincial constitution is
granted it must confcrm to the provisions
of the British North America Act, regard-
less of any preliminary enactments during
territorial status.”
