THE O. P. R.'S SEOOND NEW STEAMER, THE EMPRESS OF IRELAND

The O. P. R’s new liner, Empress of
Ireland, for the Great Britain-Canadian
service, was launched Saturday at the
vards of the Pacific Shipbuilding Co. at
Govan on the Clyde. F. R. Perry,. dis-
trict passenger agent of the C. P. R. here,
vesterday reccived the following despatch
from Montreal: >
~ “Montreal, Jan. 28.—In the presence of
an immense number of people at Gcvan
on the Clyde today was successfully
Jaunched the magnificent new Canadian
*pacific stenmship Empress of Ireland,
built for the Montreal-Quebec and Liver-

pool trade. Mrs. Garcie, wife of the
managing director of the Fairfield Ship-
building Company, officiated at the Chris-
tening ceremcny, after which the guests
adjourned to the company’s board room
where a sumptuous lunch was enjoyed,
followed by speeches, in the course of
which the C. P. R. received the heartiest
congratulations upon the happy conclu-
sion of the function and the addition to
their large fleet, of this magnificent
steamer and her sister ship, the Empress
of Britain, now lying in the fitting-out
basin of the Fairfield Company.

The advent of these steamships in May
next, representing as they do the most
advanced type of modern shipbuilding,
will mark a new epoch in Canadian ship-
ping.

The Empress of Britain is to sail on her
first voyage in May and will bring a large
number to Canada. Ome thousand five
hundred is her passenger carrying capacity
and her space for the fist voyage is prac-
tically all sold now. A description of the
Empress of Ire'and was published in The
Telegraph Saturday.

The Underwriter Fined for Violation of
Customs Regulations.

Eastport, Me., Jan. 25—The Boston tug
U.d rorites, Ca_t J s H wes, ciartered
by the J. B. King Gypsum Company of
New York, was seized today by Canadian
authorities for failure to report at the
customs house at Campobello (N. B.),

where she left her tow of barges, while
coming here, two miles across the pound-
ary line to obtain telegraphic orders. A
fine of $400 was imposed, a bond given for
security and the tug proceeded without
the barges for Boston Light for further
arders.

The tug arrived today from Windeor (.
8.) with barges No. 21 and Gypsum Em-
press, loaded with gypsum for New York,
and intended to pick up barge No. 20,
which was to have been towed to New
York by the tug Gypsvm King, sunk oft
Grand Mapan Monday. As the anchorage
of Campobello is much superior the barges
were left there as on previous occasions,
while the tug came here for orders. \When
the Underwriter returned to the Canadian
waters ehe was seized. It also was
charged that on a previous occasion the
tug picked up a tow of barges left by tne
Gypsum King.
