PROSPEROUS YEAR

Grand Master McLeod Tells of New
Lodges Instituted and Several New
Buildings Erected -- Grand Secre-
tary’s Report Encouraging.

Newcastle, N. B., April 3—The Orange
Grand Lodge of New Brunswick opened
here tonight with a good attendance.
Grand Master Harry ¥. Macleod read his
address, saying in part: \

“We note with a great thrill of pride
and pleasure the marvelous growth that,
under Providence, marks our cfiorts dur-
ing the past sixty-four years, and no man
is so bold to say it is not here to stay,
while love of country and free institutions
find a place in mef’s breasts. The order
becomes every day a greater power in the
public life of the country, as men discover
it stands for no mnarrow bigotry, but
speaks always fearlessly for liberty of con-
science and absolute equality of ecitizen-
ship for all.

1t is. worth something, northern broth-
ers, to come to meet with you in this mag-
nificent hall you have completed with
great expenditure, much time, energy and
unselfishness. I have confidence in the
loyalty and resourcefulness of the men
who dedicated this structure to God and
the Protestant cause.

Reviews the Year.

“The past year has been onc of ad-
vancement with no backward step. Dur-
ing the year four new lodges were insti-
tuted—in St. Andrews, Upper Derby,
Newton and New Mills. More than 100
initiations. The lodges incorporated dur-
ing the year were McLeod at Nashwaak
Bridge and Smith at Woodland. All
lodges should become corporate bodies.
Last year 1 dedicated four new Orange
halls.. Five more fine edifices have been
made Orange property. Five more temples
of liberty, upon whose platforms will be
taught the ethics of freedom, demanding
equal rights for rich and poor, black and
white, without reference to their religious
beliefs. New halls were built at St. Mar-
tins, Four Falls, McAdam, Victoria Mills
and Waterville, the latter dedicated by
Rev. Brother Fulton.

“July 12 was ceiebrated with enthus-
iasm. I was present at the St. Stephen
celebration. Last June I attended the
Grand Lodge of British America at To-
ronto, the finest city in Canada and also
an Orange stronghold. Toronto has fifty-
six lodges. 1 spent much time with
(hi‘aml Master - Sproul, M. P.,, a man of
keen insight, judicial mind, great quali-
ties of heart and . mind, cautious and
courageous. The slogan of the convention
was liberty, equality and fraternity for
Canada. :

turns promptly to his office, little im-
provement was apparent. ITe  pointed
out that the grand lodge a few years ago
granted lodges, both primary and coun-
ty, the members of which were liable to
be away from home at the time appoint-
ed by the constitution for holding their

annual meeting, the privibge of holding |

the annual meeting carliet in the fall.
This was done in order to give the sec-
retaries of thesy lodges an opportunity
of sending their returas to the grand
secretary.  So far only a few have chosen
to avail themselves of this privilege, and
many are in the dilinguent column' on

the books of the grand lodge as a con-

sequence.  1le recommended  that  the

committet on returns, give the matter
their careful coasideration and bring in
a report that the grand lodge many deal
with looking to the improvement of this
important part of lodge work.

ary, one¢ county; Sunbury, four primary,
one county; St. John, eleven primary,
one district, onc county; St. John west,
five primary, one couaty; Westmorland,
twelve primary, one couaty; York, twelve
primary, one county; York, west, five
primary, one county. The total number
is 130 primary lodges, one district lodge,
sixteen county lodges, with eight prim-
ary lodges not yet reported.

During the year 490 were initiated,
ninety-four reinstated, seveaty-three join-
ed by certificate. 122 withdrew by certifi-
cate, eight were expelled aad thirty-eight
died.

The grand secrctary then reviewed the
propagation work which had been carried
on and which he said, was not as fully
attended as during the two preceding
yvears. The work was done mainly by the
county masters and David Hipwell, P.
G. M., was also of considerable service.

Wherever propagation work was car-
ried on much larger returas were sent
in by the primary lodges.

The grand secretary then recommended
that 550 copies of the proceedings of the
annual mecting be printed instead of 500
as heretofore.

The report then weat on to speak of
the rcinstatement of Fred M. Sproul on
appeal from the Grand Lodge of British
North America, the celebrations of July
12 in different points in the jurisdiction.
and the Sentinel, which is the official
organ of the order. Feeling reference was

made {o the deaths that occurred during
the past year and in conclusion the grand
secretary congratulated the order on the
fine showing :made in the returns, and
thanked the officers and members for
kindness extended to him duriag his term
of office. \ .
