The first plunge of the 
fair ones into the rapid stream was 
watched with much anxiety. The boat 
around which they were to " turn was 
rocking in the tidal current about lour 
hundred leet from the bank, or pretty 
nearly in the centre of the river.

WILLIAM M LELLAN's CLOTH FACTORY,
at Willow Giove, is reached by following 
the Quaco Road past Bunker’s for a couple 
of miles, until a small dam is reached, a 
sluice from the dam supplying the Factory 
with the water necessary to drive a Tur­
bine wheel. The Factory is situated in a 
very romantic spot, the country around 
being considerably broken and wild look­
ing.

Besides all wool and mixed 
goods, he turns out blankets for country 
use, and makes homespun for customers at 
a certain sum per yard, they supplying 
the raw material. T. R. Jones & Co. sell 
large quantities of the manufactured ar­
ticle. The Factory is supplied with a full 
complement of pickers, carders, spinners, 
mules, looms, etc., combining late improve­
ments. An interesting feature of the ope­
rations is seen in the fact that of the eight 
or nine hands employed in the Factory, six
