Nuclear arms for Canada was
the main point of a bill proposed
by the PC party at the second
sitting.

Barry Oland said the Progres-
sive Conservative party felt it
was imperative that nuclear arms
be made available to Canadian
armed forces.

Commenting en the control of
the weapons, he said Canada
would accept mcl(ar weapons
from the U. S. “under a system
of joint control.”

Opposition leader Paul Murphy
seconded the bill. He said: “We
must do everything possible to de-
fend our country from nuclear at-
tack”

Both NDPs and Liberals were
against the Bill.

Prime Minister Jones said Can-
ada should reject nuelear arms.
He said a peace block of neuiral
countries shonld be made effect-
ive with Canada providing leader
ship for it.

The Liberal comment was:
‘The government of Canada has
better ways to spend money than
on a type of defense which will
be obsolete by 1970. The bill wa
rejected.

When the NDP took over the
gov nt, Prime Minister
Jones introduced a resclution eal-
ling for “the establishment of an
economic advisory, couneil and a
federal investment board.” The
Couneil would be a form of dem-
ocrat:c cconomic planning, the
main agency of which would be
the feacial mvestment board. The
board would channel -investments

into areas . of industry needing
them.
