at Right Angles by the
" Incemore.

SOUTHAMPTON, Eng., June 1%
—The North German Lloyd steam:
Kaiser Wilhelm II., which left South
ampton shortly after noon yesterda
bound for New York, with 1,000 pas-
sengers, lies at anchor off Netley,
three miles to the southeast, with «
big hole in her side amiships, caused
by a collision with the TLiverpool
grain steamer Incemore, bound from
a Black Sea port for Antwerp.

The Incemore, a much smalled crait
of 3,000 odd tons, is in dock here with
her bows badly damaged.

The collision occurred in the Fng-
lish Channel, 13 miles south of the
Nob lightship, in a dense fog. Just
how it occurred, and on which vessel
lies the responsibility, cannot be as-
certained at the present time.
