Now KNOW YE, that We do for that end publish this Our Royal Proclamation,
and do hereb DIssoLVE the said Parliament of Canada accordingly: and the
Senators and Members of the louso of Commons are discharged from their meeting
andattendance on the said SEVENTI day of SEPTEMBER next.

IN TEsTIMONY WHEREOF,We have causei these Oar Letters to be made Patent and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESs, Our
