The task force’s support for the articulated bus over
the double-deck bus was based on several factors

An articulated bus has a maximum capacity of 180
and a smaller turning radius than a standard bus.
Passengers can be processed faster and the bus is
cheaper to operate, according to the report

Stryland said the price of articulated buses is about
double that of a standard bus, but overall operating
costs are lower. The high-capacity vehicles use slightly
more gasoline per mile than standard buses; labor cost
is lower; and more passengers are carried in fewer
total miles because fewer buses are required.

““The net result is that for number of people carried,
you use less fuel,” Stryland said in response to a
question about rising gasoline prices

The one major disadvantage of the elongated buses
is that they are not quite as manoeuvreable in heavy
traffic, but Stryland suggested there would be no
problem on the Dundas and Bloor routes, which carry
60 per cent of the city’s total transit riders

AN ‘INVALUABLE’ TRIP
