Sergeant Scgaby will be in attcendance at the Main Intranco
to the Sonatc and will conduct the wives of Honorary Aidcs-de-Camp
to their cloakroom No. 150, and thonce to their seats in the
Governor General's Box. a4t the conclusion of the cercmony ho will
asgsist Scergecant Johnson in conducting the occupants of the Box
