[literature, biography, family history, American alfsirs ; full list of births, marriages and deaths for 
upwsr.ls of eighty years. Mr. Allibme, in writing of Cavb, the founder, well says, “ It should be 
in the library of every student of English literature and political history," And we may add that 
Cave was perhaps the most enterprising and fearless newspaper originator of his time. He it was 
who broke through the cast iron rule and defied the Commons in reporting Parliamentary news, and 
in the number for .Tune, 1733, we have Gulliver’» account of the famous empire of Great Lilliput, 
meaning by this the English Parliament. The Commons after this not interfering with his publica­
tion of the so called L llipnt debates. Ur. Johnson was part editor, and in the commencement of 
his literary career, drew his chief means of support from his contributions to the “Gentleman's 
Migizine.” In 1778 John Nichols obtained a share in the magazine, and rendered it more valuable 

[than at any period of its former history. Edmund Hurkr entitled it one of the most, chaste and 
[instructive miscellanies of the age—an opinion corroborated by Dr. W acton and Edward G union, 
[the latter of whom urged Nichols to make a selection for future reference from its overlbwing pages. 
[Richard Gough was for many years a constant contributor.
