This may be put downas
a genernl rule, 1f a child’s mind has been
trained L0 reason in religious matters, hee shall
not fesr the assulis of infldehty, peither shall
he feel ashamed when inditference and ridic ule
attack his faith through the columns of the
daily journals. That« hild now grown up into
manhood or womanhood, as the case may b,
will glory in the thought chat an nnswer cian be
given to this or thatobjection W it l‘| is brought
10 bear against God or Churd h, The young
man will feel proud of his fail h because he can
defend it, The young «irl will not blush to
knecldown and saysher prayers in the presence
of non Catholics, Both will fecl within their
minds and hearta that the titlc of ** holie
isinfinitely greater and more glorious than that
of Roman or American citizenship.

Our catechism is all right as far as it goes,
The doctrines 1o be found in that littie book are
sound I'hey have been in the worid from the
time of Moses and of Christ, and they will
stand firm when the stars have fallen from the
vault of heaven, But they need a « lear and
precise explanation to be understood, They
need 1o be illustrated if we expect the min I of
a child to grasp a firm hold of and retain them
within its powerol memory, pecording to the
rules of intelligence. To learn the questions
and snswers as found in our catechisins, and 1o
be content withithat kindgof work alone, 151most
absurd and cven an outrage on that w hich 15
gacred. 1t s nothing shortof parrot-like work.
The final consequences are sure 10 be fatal, ex
cept in 50 much #8 it trains the memory 1o 1
tain gquestions and answers. The greater and
God-like faculty of intelligence in the child
should be developed as early as possible, and
especially 80 in matters  of religion.

That which the keen understanding of
a  child will  grasp aod comprehend,
is bound to remain. The object  which
has  been thoroughly  explained and

Wlustrated will never fade away, but re
appear again and again upon the polighed sur
face of that sun-lit, mirror of the human soul,
1f the child’s mind is taught how to reason out
the question of God's existence, His power,
Justice, goodness and wisdom, he will be able
to stand against all the hordes of infidels that
bell will ever let loose to harass the souls of
men, Butif he eannot meet them in the field
of intelligence and of in tigation, he will
shirk his post of duty and become a traitor in
his own camp. We gee this deplorable fact ex-
emplified every day in the lives of lukewarm
Cntholics, who fear to confess and defend their
faith. Train the mind from the age of six and
seven, and I will say even five, and as sure as
the air we breaths, we will lay the foundations
80 deep, aye down to bed rock, that all the
powers of darkness can never destroy that
temple of God, If you ask a child who made
the world 2 he will answer, God made the
world. But that answer may be only Ul etlect
of exertion on the part of his memory, (et
that child to prove to you by meawns of intelhig-
ence that God creaied the world, Get him to
illustrate the subject. If he canuot do it, then
do the work for him and get him to repeat the
same to the whole class.  Try to make him feel
that he also can be a professor or teacher in his
class, That sort of pride will not hurt any
. Ask that child that it he came over a
trail in the forest and happened to find a cahin
there, and, after entering found a siove and
all kitchen utensils and other things pertaining
1o a house, but saw no human being to tell the
tale, what is the first conclusion his little in-
welligence would arrive ai ! He would answer
at once that somebody built and dwelt in that
cabin. Then et him to reason in a like man
ner with regard to this immense world we in
habit. Itisa greal house all furnished —sun
lit by day-—starlit by night. KEverything is
found to cxist and live in perfect order and
harmony. lilustrate in a similar manner the
power, justice, goodness and wisdom of the
Creator, and that child will go out of the ciass
room more intelhigent, betier in heart than he
ever was before, praising his Lord and good
Master for all that wonderful array of things,
und all for his comfort and delight.

Kvery question or answer in the catec hism
needs explanation and illustration in some
manner, shape or form, and it is the sole duty
of the Sunday school teacher, be he priest, re-
ligious or layman, to supply that want of
information on asubject so grand, so divine,
And yet, sad to say, we find 80 many incompe-
tent teachers in our Sunday school classes from
the Atlantic to the Pacitic, from the great
Lakes to the Gulf of Mexico. What is the
cause! Wantof training. We train teachers
for our Separate and Public schools, but
precious little do we seem to thi @ of getting
well-trained teachers for our Sunday schools.
It is the saddest of all mistakes for any clergy
man to depend solely upon lay teachers, and,
even be it said, upon rehgious, for the intelli
gent development and advancement of his
Sunday school class, Ask the pupils of your
Sunday school class where the ten command-
menis are to be found. They know them per
fectly by heart—they know also that they were
given by God to Moses onMount Sinai.  But
whereare they to be found? Inthe Bible? In
the Old or New Testament ! In what part of
the Bible 7 Name the book—give the chapter
where those ten commandments are found
how many can answer that question ! Where
is Mount Sinai! What about it? 1Is it like
Mouni shasta i ¥

islan Aworion, Al A, Asia
orin what other part of the world ! How many
can answer!  Where are the Beatitudes 1o be
found! In what part of the Bible? Name
gospel and chapter.  What about the place
where Christ delivered this sublime discourse!
Whe is Bethlehem ! Where is Nazare
Where is Calvary ¢ Where is  Jerosalem !
What gbout all those sacred places which chil
dren repeat so often trom their Sunday school
books ! They are taught 1o say that God isin
finite in all His perfections, But dothey really
understand what this term *infinite” means !
What is a mystery ! The answer s 1o be found
in the catechism, = But does our eatechism il
lustrate by means of examples the mysteries in
nature, mysieries atb oour very door! Some
writers may say let childeen think for them

selves. Bul this is exactly the point [ contend,
that  unless children are  trained  how
to think, and make use of God’'s works

in_ nature Lo ead  them  on  to  the
object of the intalligence, which is *truth,”
they will never, in all probability, thitk for
themselves, and care little indeed whether
they do 30 or not in religions matters,  All na
ture is an open book, but the mind of man st
be trained 1o see in the bee-hive, in the ant-hill,
in the drop of water, in the cloud, in the stars
of heaven the imprint of God's power and wis
dom. Letus endeavor to draw all ouriliustra
tions from the wondrous world we inhabit, and
then only can we expect children to take in
tense mterest inoour teachn This is the
question of theday Book work alone, as many
of us were taught in the past, will not reap
success in thigs our day of close investigation
God forbid that 1 should appear to dictate to
any Sunday school teacheror to any one else in
the land.  But, 1 do not fear tosay that 1 am
firmly convinced that we are woefully behina
the times in the systematic teaching of our
Sunday school classes, Many Sunday school

BUTLER'S CATECHISM.

To the Editor of the Carnoric RECoRD @

Sir— Having been invited by a dear college
friend, Father Foley, of Farrelton, to tak
in the discussion now proceeding in yo
umns upon the subject of Butler's Catechism
I have written him a letter, from which, with
your permission, | will make the following ex
tracts :

**With much that you and the other writers
say I agree very heartily : with much 1 disagree.
Ithink Butler’s Catechism, full of defects as it
15, a far better one than Le Petit Catechisime
de Quebes, which it i also my duty 1ot h,
ana which is a very good introduction to a trst
year theolcg 7. 1 would warmly rec ommend 1l
tor studens in their lust year of philosopny
and likewise far betier than the Baltimore No,
2, theonly one of that seri which | have any

wequaintance with,  The Baluimore makes
ench answer a complete statement—and this is
w very important improvement ; but I chal

lenge you to show me anything more difficult
toa child in the pages of Butler than Lesson 12
in the Baltimore No. 2. And I think both the
Quebee and the Baltimore have m e nomis
tuke that is littie less than fatal in leaviog out
theguotations fromseripture, Yourcfertothem
very contemptuously, and yet I think they are
one of the very best things ever introduced in
1o n catechism. and I Lnow what a splendid
armory they have formed for Catholics in con
troversy with Protestants, Of course I know
Butler refers to Scripture in almos! every an-
swer, and sometimes it weuld be difficult to
trace the connection; but what 1 am praising
him for is his citations, in italics, of the exact
words of Scripture, such as: ‘He that will not
hear the Church let him be to thee as the
h hen and the publican;’ *Asyon would that
men should do to iyou do you also to them in
like manner ;' ‘Love your enemies; do good to
them that hate you, bless them that curse you.
and pray for them that persecute and calumni-
ateyou:' *‘Whosoever receives unworthily shall
be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.’
Surely you must have forgotten that Butler's
pages are dotted with such quotations as these
when you wrote: ‘We all know the uselessness
of Butler's scriptural references.’ For my
part, give me Butler, with all his defects, yet
containingthese Scripturequotations, in prefer-
ence to the Baltimor with all 1ts im
provements, vet leaving these quotations
out. 'I'hat the Quebee should bhave omitted
them does not surpr me so much, for its
authors do not believe in fitting Catholics for
controversy—and I think weone time agreed
that this was one of the reasons why so many
French Canadians fall away from the faith
when they go to the States—but that the Balti-
more should have made so egregious a blunder
astonishesme.

* Moreover, though I am with you fora re-
vision and re-editing of Butler. making each
answer a complete statement, simplifying
words, omitting some things such as that
‘theatrical representations’ business, I must say
that you scem (o aim at making a book which
will be of great service no _matter how incom
petent the teacher may be, Now this, as it
seems to me, is an impossibility.  The teacher

who will simply read the printed question and
insist on getting the printed angwer is just a
all; and,

very little better than no teacher at
s0 far asmy experience goes,this isa des;
of three out of every five catechism tes
outside of priests and nuns. They simply drill
the children into knowing alittle something by
heart, which the priest will be glad to find
there when he comes to take hold of them him
self. Some of the things which you
quote as being unintelligible to chiidren in
Butler are undoubtedly so, but not one whit
more 80 than other things which cannot pos-
gibly be simplified so as not to require an ex-
planation from the teacher. Butler says we
must pray * with an humble and con'rite
heart.” Surely thisis simple enough. Yet 1
never met one pupil—and I have dealt with a
%ood many bright ones--who had the faintest
idea what humble or contrite meant. They all
knew what proud meant—at least they had an
idea—but they never dreamed that humble was
the opposite. They all knew what contrition
meant, but never saw the connection between
adjective and the noun till it was shown
Now a teacher, to b useful, hastobe
able to explain the meaning of what are con-
sidered the simplest words; he has to taket for
granted that his pupils do not know the mean
i of half the words which they read in the
simplest piece of print. And 1 hold that the
teacher who has sufticient knowledieze and con-
fldence in himself to explain humble and con-
trite and fervor and perseverance, will be able
to explain a great. deal more, and to do a very
good service, even with Butler,

* Revisc Butler by all means, bat, I beg you,
do not destroy it, 1t seems 1o me literal truth
to say that no catechetical instructor of chil
dren has ever written such valuable chapters

*You call for a grades 8. lagree with
you that it is the only way to get a sal isfactory
course of Christian Doctrine.  But inmy parish
and how many other parishes may have
something similar to say—the chief difliculty
in getting  children to Catechism is lack of
clothes and boots; and one of the best features
of the j-cent calechism is that the pastor can
see 1o it that no child is withont one, and yet
not have to go into the Insolvency Court,
Asto the strictures of your correspondent
from Woodslee in the Recorn of b. 1th, |
think they are quite unfair. No elementary
entechism ean bo expected 1o give all the im
pediments of matrimony, or even to lay down
the principal ones in langnage which will re
quire no explanation from the teacher. The
children arve auite right in concluding that any
time of the year will do for confession; those
who have not made their First Communion are
not bound to go to confession in the Paschal
time, No elementary catechism can be ex
pected to give the Lenten regulations in fuil:
it is the business of the teacher to make the
necessary explanations. Butler does not say,

His Lordshlp Bishop Dowling has sent the
following circular to the clergy of the diocese
of Hamilton :

To the Rev. Clergy of the Diocese of Hamilton:

Very Reverend and Reverend Fathers:—It
is customary for Bishops at the beginniug of
the holy season of Lent, on which we have now
entered, toremind the faithful committed to
their spiritual care, not only of the duty of med-
itation on the sutferings of our Lord and of the
necessity of imitating His example of fasting
and prayer and self denial, but also of the
special obligation of the performance of good
works in nAINS T own 8
and for the edification of our
Lord in the ath Chapter of St. Matthew says:

For reasons al-
ready explained, on account of the cpidemic
now happily passing away, the obligation of
fast anad abstinence has been made, during the
present Lent, much less rigorous than in
former years. On this account, iy is only
reasonable to expect that we should all
Bishop, priests and people—manifest our grat-
itude to Almighty God, the Author of all bless-
1gs, by being more than usually generous in
alms-giving and the performance of good works.
I'he Church at this season most appropriately
addresses her children in the words of holy
Tobias to his son: ve alms out of thy sub-
and turn not away thy face from any
poor person, for so it shall come to pass, that
of the Lord shall not be turned from
thee.” *'If thou have much, give abundantly :
if thou have little, take care, evens
willingly a little, for thus thou storest up to
thyself a good reward for the day of necessily,
for alms deliver from all sin and from death,
and will notsuffer the soul togo into darkness”
(Tobias, vi. Chap. 4th Verse); and again
in the words of the Angel to Tobias (xii
Chap. Sth and 9th Verse): *'Prayer is good
with fasting and alms, more than to lay up
treasures of gold; for alms delivercth from
death, and the same is that which purgeth
away sins and maketh to find merey and life
everlasting.,”  And James, the Apostle
(Chap. ii), says: ** What shall it profit, my
brethren, it a mnn says he hath faith but hath
not works. Shall faith be able to save
him? Ior even as the body without the spirit
is dead, so also faith without works is dead.
