MR. PARNELL'S VIEWS.

London correspondent of the Dublia
Freeman’s Journsl: I took occaslon to
accertain Me, Parnell’s own views as to
the hostility manifested to the proposals
of the Chief Secretary by the Radlcals.

men*,” He presumes that the endowment
would be in the form of a lump sum.
Mr, Parnell was undoubtedly s gocd deal
gratifiad by the promise of the Chief
Secretary, and when allusion was made to
the absurd notion that the home rule
movemant might be s ffacted by this policy
he indulged in a emile which would bave
been a liberal education to Mr, Balfour
had he seen it.

The Lord Msayor (Mr. Sexton), who
was dlscussing the matter with a gocd
many Radicals, tells me that their chief
objection appeared to be the provislon of
the money. The Radlcale know and
edmit that If home rule were granted the
policy now taken up by Mr. Balfour
would be sdopted by the Irich Parllament,
and they were quite prepared to see tha:
polley carried out under these conditions.
But they argue that then the money
would be provided by Ireland. As the
lord mayor polnted out, they seem to be
ignorant of ths fact that the imperial
exchequer {8 largely indebt to Ireland, and
that there is s diffzrence of & couple of mil-
ous between the revenue it derives from
Ireland aud its expenditure there, Beeldes,
by far the greater part of the expenditure
{s applled 1n a manner enilrely oppoeed
to the wishes or wants of the Irish people,
from which objects it would be diverted
by an Irish Parllameut.
