the persecutions which our brethren in the faith
have endured in these distant countries, would
perhaps excecd in interest those of the Hugue-
nots under the Valois and Bourbons.

At his coronation, cvery king of Hungary was
obliged ta take an oath of fidelity to a Constitu-
tion which guarantecd the equality of religious
confessions. But, alas! what is a Constitution
to the partisans of the I'apscy ? In 1669 (un-
der LeopoM 11.), at the instance of the Jesuits,
the evangclical ministers were cited to I'resbury ;
they were shut up in the dungeons of Tyrnau.

Some were foreed to recant, others were banish-
