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Wreckers.

Wholesale murder and express robbery
was the motive that inspired the recent
train wrecking on the “Soo” train from
Boston. Two men’ charged with the mur-
der of the man who lost his life by their
work, were giving a preliminary hearing
on Thursday last at Merrill and were held
to trial. Ope of the prisovers bas confess-
ed and his story details the methods pur-
sued to wreck the train. In the wreck the
vogineer was killed and another-engincer
fatally injuzed. Hazelton, the prisoner,
who confessed, shid:

«About dark we set to work with the
purpose of wrecking a train so we could
rob the express car. We expected the
wreck wounld be much worse that it wag
We ezpected that the cars would all be
thrown from  the {rack, smashed np, and
the passengers and train criw'all killed,
g0 that we wonld have no one to prevent
us frowy accomplishing our purpose. We
thought mostly ¢f the money we could get
and not the loss of life. We'began work
west “of the centre of the bridge. We cut
all the stringeis across the bridge and two
sets of them . at the ends and then sawed
the piles or posts upon which they rested
We also cut a brace. Aftera train passed
aver we sawed the outside pust and the
other brace, took the bolts ont ot the fish-
plates, pulted the spikes next to-the fish-
plates and removed the bolts krom the fish-
plates at each end of the rail.

«We waited at the east end of the bridge
until the west-bound passenger train came
and broke through the bridge. We were
on the south side of the track at the east
end of the bridge when the crash came
‘Phen we walked west-ward to the point
where®the wreck was. We heard 'someone
erying: “Are you hurt?” The other man
anawered: “A little™ Then we heard
someone crying out again.. We did not
want to hear more. Several men were com-
ing toward us and that geared - ns. We
walked awav and went pretty near to the
next town on the Chicago, Milwaunkee and
8t. Paul track aund went into a hay barn.
Wé remained there three days and then
started for Merrill.”
