Mr. Wells moved a resolution in effect 
as follows :

Resolved, That there lies been an 
attempt made by certain members of 
this assembly to injure the reputation of 
a gentleman (Mr. Wilson) not a iiie'iibel 
of this house, and such an attack, in 
whose case an expression of opinion as 
to the merits of the matter is not within 
the competency of the house, Is highly 
improper, is unjust to the person Inv jiv­
ed utul is incompatible with tho dignity 
of the legislature.

Mr. Well»’ motion was passed at four 
o'clock,—Adjourned.

Fredericton, April 17.—In tho legisla­
ture this morning, in amendment to the 
Wells resolution, it was moved by Mr. 
Powell and seconded by Mr. Alward 
' That ull after the word resolved be 
struzk out anil in lieu thereof the follow­
ing be inserted. Thai lu the opinion of 
the house it is desirable that Mr. Pills 
be hanged, Mr, Phinney drawn and Mr. 
Stocklon quartered, arid that the attor­
ney general and Mr, Wilson be canon­
ized.

The chairman ruled the amendment 
out of order.

Mr. Powell appealed to the speaker, 
who sustained the ruling of the chair.

Mr. Blair said it was an insult to Mr. 
Speaker to have such a document pre­
sented to him for Ills opinion thereon.

Dr. Stockton said he would suggest 
that the provincial secretary move a 
resolution that Mr. Quinn he hanged.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—The leader of the 
opposition, like Judas, Imd better go and 
hang himself.

Mr. O’Brien (Northumberland) com­
mitted a bill further amending chapter 
100 of the consolidated statutes of non­
resident pod 1er», ^Ir. Binder in the 
chair.

Mr. O'Biian explained that the propos 
ed bill empowered the collectors of rates 
to prosecute the (((Tenders they to have 
half li.c lines, the other half lo go to the 
municipalities—Agreed to.

Mr, Sivewright introduced u hill 
reviving and continuing the act Incur 
porating the 6’ulf it iilwa; company.

Mr, Hill introduced a hill amending 
the game laws. He said the hill propos­
ed to protect partridges for three years 
also to shorten the season for killing of 
deer, and to give permission f ir a short 
time to hunt deer wills dogs. He could 
not hope to succeed with the hill nukes 
the surveyor general, in whose depart­
ment this matter specially came, would 
be willing that the proposed bill should 
pass,

Mr Tweedie eaid that during the 
recess he had many suggestions on a line 
with the proposed hill, and the hon. 
member for Bt. John county (Dunn) had 
petitions on this question. His 
(Tweedie'») idea was that the game laws 
which were only consolidated a year ago, 
should not he amended until after we 
had some little experience with their 
working. There was considerable 
difference of opinion regarding the hunt­
ing of deer with dogs. Once nogs arc 
trained to hunt deer there is danger that 
they may on their own account start off 
and destroy sheep. He was aware that 
some sportsmen were of opinion that 
partridge *hou6 not be killed for sale 
but merely for sport, and that idea he 
knew would not be generally accepted 
in all sections of the province. He 
was gathering information on all matters 
dealt with by our game laws, ami would 
request that the bon.* member (Hill) 
would not press his bill this year.

Mr. Hill spoke of the interest taken in 
the game laws in his county and said that 
iu view of Han. Mr. Twee-lie's request 
he would withdraw the hill, feeling 
satisfied that the surveyorgeneral would 
prepare legislation, perhaps next yeai 
on this important question.

After supper Dr. Stockton moved hi* 
resolution that it is advisable to confer

members of this house. The resolution 
had been made so broad in order to give 
a chance for a full expression of opinion 
on tlie general principle. He know 
there was a difference ol opinion as to 
whether if the franchise bo extended to 
women it should lie gtfen to all women 
or be confined to spinsters and widows,- 
and lie also knew tint ilier«° was a 
difference of opinion ns to whether 
there should be universal suffrage or 
whether only those having property 
should be entitled to vote. .The attorney 
general had been reported as saying to a 
delegation of ladles recently that he 
could not support a measure conferring 
the franchise on women, because, 
forsooth, the mother country lmd not 
taken stops in that direction. It was a 
notorious tact, however, that on this 
side we have been in advance of the 
mother country in all nmttcrs of reform. 
Ho (.Stockton) spoke of the progress made 
in this province in tho direction of 
conferring the franchise on women. 
Now wemeu arc allowed to Vote in civic 
and municipal elections, which would 
have been impossible fifteen years ago. 
The efleet of their voting at such 
elections was In the best interests of tho 
whole people, and now petitions signed 
by 10,000 or 12,000 persons are befo-e 
the house asking that the franchise bo 
extended to women so as to enable Ilium 
to vote lor members of this house. Sir 
John Macdonald hud favored women 
suffrage and tluvu was a douse iu the bill 
brought into this house by the pioeent 
attorney general (Blair) in 1880 which 
would Juive given women the right to 
vote had it not been stricken out. Ho 
argued at length in favor of the resolu­
tion, the carrying of which woull bind 
no man os to details of any measure that 
might he brought in this year or next. 
This, was no party question and his own 
followers In the house were free to «act 
as they pleased regarding it. He asked 
that the matter ho treated on Its merits, 
lie was in favor of the resolution because 
lie believed n bill founded upon it would 
lie In the best Interests ol the whole 
province.

Mr. Killam seconded j the resolution. 
Tills w«s a quest! m near and dear to his 
heart. When ho and Dr. Stockton had 
consulted regarding the icsolution It was 
agreed between them that there should 
be no party polities In the discussion. 
It tüii» also agreed that by the resolution 
no one wnsSiJj-mud as to tlio details of a 
measure Lhnt^jnlghl l.e brought forward 
later under resolution, Dr. Htocktim, If 
lie so desired, might lie for giving uni­
versal suffrage to women, while lie 
(Killam) might he in favor of giving the 
Iraiicbise only to such women ns who 
might have property. 11« (Killam) had 
brought in a hill in favor of extending 
tlie franchise to women in 1337, grid had 
done so because ol the petitions of'the 
W. C, T. V., an association that was very 
dear to him. He believed the enfranchise­
ment of women would add the brightest 
gem twine electoral lists. The day was 
c »,ling when the right now asked for 
would he conferred upon women. He 
was in favor of giving tlie Iranchlse to 
unmarried women having proper pro. 
party qualification and tlie resolution of 
Dr, Htockton lias his hear ly support.

Mr. Sivewright moved in amendment 
seconded by Mr. Flewelling, the follow, 
lug:

Resolved,That uwir.gto the importance 
of the question and the nearness ol the 
close of the seseion it is desirable that 
it« further Consideration be postponed till 
a future session,

Mr. I’itte said thaquestion was too im­
portant to be downed by ridicule. It de­
mand-i an early solution. One of tho 
fundamental principles of responsible 
government was that there should he no 
taxation without representation. An­
other established principle was that the 
people shall themselves pass the laws I,y 
which they shall he governed. The 
women del not wi-h to usurp the rights 
of men, hut to have an even say in 
matteis that aftmrlcd them equally with 
the men. Woman suffrage in civic 
elections in Fredericton was an unquali­
fied success, They voted for men of 
prime morals every time. Ii was absurd 
that tlie brainy women of the country 
lioul.1 be debarred from lin- franchise 

which was extended to the ‘ lowest truck’ 
in the town. It was most aljsurd to say 
that the women should he confined to 
the duties of home, while the men loafed 
around their offices down towu with their 
feet on tlie shelf and smoked hud cigais. 
The stats small who opp-jsed women 
suffrage would soon feel the- chariot 
wheels of progress roll over his neck.

Mr. Wells said public sentiment iu Iris 
county in favor of woman suffrage was 
growing. He spoke at some length iu 1 
fuvor ol the resolution. *

Mr. Russell said he had supported Dr. 
Stockton's resolution in 1337 and he 
stood in the saute position today. Iu the 
educational walks of life women were 
taking the leading positions. Only today 
he had read in the press that Miss Henry 
of St. Stephen ha-1 graduated from the 
0 liicego Medical college, dit lancing all 
competitors.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the subject was a 
very large one, demanding more 
consideration than the house would be 
aide to devote t j it. The lion, member 
for St, John (Stockton) had asked the 
house to declare itself in favor of 
conferring upon women the right to vote 
lor members of this bouse. The am rod-
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
