Kentucky Posse Pursuing Bushwhack­
ers Who Shot Former Sheriff Cal- 
lahan.

DOCKS CORRALl £D.

Jackson, Ky., June 7—The fires of 
feudal strife blazed forth in Breathitt 
county again today and tonight the 
county is being traversed by a posse 
trailing after a pack of bloodhound a 
in the hope of striking the trail of 
the bushwhackers who shot Former 
Sheriff Ed. Callahan and made an 
unsuccessful attempt on the life of 
his soi> Wilson. The former sheriff 
is reported in a dying condition with 
little hope that he will survive until 
morning. He was shot about day­
break ,‘hile entering his store to open 
it for the day’s business. A steel rifle 
ball fired from ambush several hun­
dred feet away passed through his 
abdomen. After he had fallen a 
shower of steel bullets were fired at 
him, but they passed over his body 
without scoring a hit. The front of 
his little mountain store was riddled. 
While this attack on the former sher­
iff was in progress another party made 
an unsuccessful attempt on the life 
of his son. The latter had gone to 
the stable to feed the horses as he 
emerged from the barn a rifle„ball 
whizzed over his head so close that 
it clipped his hair and carrieu away 
his hat. Wilson dodged in mountain 
style and dashed for the house a few' 
yards away. His wife slammed the 
door b?hind him. A fusilade of bul­
lets whistled about him on all sides 
but none struck him. Wilson heard 
the firing on his father, but was tore 
ed to remain in his own home for 
more than an hour Iby the bombard­
ment of his house. When he did 
reach the side of his father, an hour 
later, he found him weak from the 
loss of blood and in a most precarious 
condition. Bloodhounds were put cn 
the trail of the bushwhackers, but 
had not located them at nightfall. 
There are no clews to their identity. 
The Callahans are members of the 
Hargis cian and were involved in all 
of the Hargis’ feudal strife. Ex-Sheriff 
Callahan, although a churchman and 
known as “deacon,” cherished a 
grudge on his own account against the 
Deatons, and it is believed that -the 
Deaton family is involved in this new 
outbreak. Wilson Callahan is only 
20 years of age, but is an intense feud­
ist. At 17 years of age he shot and 
instantly killed his first man. John 
Spicer, who had attacked his father. 
Law abiding citizens are fearful of 
the outcome of the strife and will ask 
the governor to take steps to put an 
end to it.

reached Chicago. The Matanzas Rail­
way and Warehouse company is the 
name under which several millions of 
Chicago dollars have checkmated the 
Canadian and American railway inter­
ests vastly greated in amount. The 
company is said to have absolute con­
trol of all the dockage facilities cf 
Havana and Matanzas harbors in 
Cuba and of Banco and San Juan har­
bors in Porto Rico, to the exclusion of 
tire four big boat and railway corpor­
ations which control the transporta­
tion facilities of the two islands. This 
is said to mean that Sir William Van 
Horne’s syndicate of Montreal, which 
controls the railways of Porto Rico 
and three greatest railways of Cuba, 
the United States, and the American 
Sugar Refining company, are at the» 
mercy of the new company which 
owns all the docks. There is said to be 
a perfect understanding between the 
company and the government of 
Cuba, which will expend several mi- 
lions of dollars in improving the har­
bor facilities of Havana. The presi­
dent of the two companies (the Cuban 
and Porto Rican interests will be 
kept separate) is to be Jose M. Tar-

PRESIDENT WAITS 
FOR THE DEADLOCK

Taft Will Have a Say When the 
Houses Come to Standstill on the 
Question of the Revision of Tariff. 1

Washington, D.C., June 7—A prac­
tical plan is being devised between1 
the White house and the Capitol 
whereby the senate and houses are to ‘ 
be brought into accord with President ’ 
Taft on the question of the revision I 
of the tariff. The Hearst news service 
is informed that this plan looks to the 
service .of Yhe president as referee or 
arbitrator between the senate and 
house when the tariff hill reaches the 
conference stage. On all the ques­
tions where the houses disagree and 
a deadlock results the matter in dis­
pute will be submitted to the presi­
dent and his decision will prevail. 
This is in full keeping with the un­
derstanding which has become gen­
eral in Washington that the real tar­
iff bill will be made in conference and 
that it is at> this stage that the pre­
sident plans'to have his ideas of a 
revision downward carried out. The 
president, however, has not yet given 
his consent to this plan. A Republi­

The‘~ Aldrich • speech of welcome to the pressmen, 
jt | and the reply was made /by Sir Hugh 

Graham, of Montreal. The hosts in­
cluded newspaper proprietors, editors 
and writers.

In his address, Lord Rosebery, re­
ferring to the forthcoming visit of the 
delegates to the fleet at Spitkead, 
characterized the present situation in 
Europe as ominous. There was an 
absence of questions which ordinarily 
might be expected to lead to war, 
he said,. yet the threatening and 
overpowering preparations for war 
were unprecedented in history. He 
was confident of the position of Eng 
land to meet any reasonable con­
junction of powers, but when he saw 
this bursting out of navies lie was 
uneasy regarding the outcome.

Lord Rosebery asked the delegates 
to carry the message that responsi­
bility rests on every man of the em­
pire, and to tell the colonists how 
Europe is arming and of the great­
ness of the pressure on this little 
island.
