Bulletin Special.
Ranfurly, Alta, Oct. 2.—Natural gas | 

.has been struck near Ranfurly and is 
now pouring from the earth in a gi­
gantic geyser of vapor. The strike 
was made six days ago on the farm of 
Peter J. Moore, four and a half miles 
south of town. Mr. Moore was sink­
ing a well for water and had reached 
a depth of 235. feet without striking 
any spring, when the discovery of na­
tural gas was made. Iron pipe in 
which the water was to rise had been 
sunk into the earth to an endless 
depth and the well diggers were grow­
ing weary in their fruitless quest for 
water, which was found only in suf­
ficient quantities to impede the boring 
operations.

Then, without warning the flood of ! 
natural gas broke from the deptns of j 
the earth. It rose through the iron j 
pipe, rumbling and shaking the ground j 
and burst out into the open air with | 
the mighty roar of a wild animal es- I 
caping from long captivity. Some

GUNSMontreal, Sept. 29.—The most in­
teresting features of the evidence in 
the suit of David Russell, the Mont­
real millionaire, against the Pinker­
ton Detective Agency, today, weretthe 
statement of Mr. Russell towards the 
close of his testimony that he had sus­
pected J. N. Greenshields, another 
prominent Montrealer, of being at :he 
bottom of certain plots against him, 
and the testimony of Mr. Patterson 
and Mrs. Francis Allen, the couple 
whom Mr. Russell accuses of having 
been in the conspiracy tc ruin his de­
putation by playing the “badger” 
game upon him.

Incidentally, the testimony of J. H. 
Reilley, proprietor of the Hotel Mary­
land, New York, cast an interesting 
side-light on the manner,in which the 
Pinkertons collect their material.

Mr. Russell h^d testified that Pat­
terson had come to the Windsor 
Hotel, where he was stopping, accom­
panied by a woman who registered vs 
his wife. He declared that this wo­
man had attempted to have a private 
interview and that Mr. Patterson all 
the time watcherl his movements, so 
that he suspected an attempt to put 
him in a compromising position. He 
engaged the Pinkertons to trace Pat­
terson and find out who he really was, 
and received a report that Patterson 
was a respectable business man, head 
of a company capitalized at $7,000,- 
000. This he later found out tc- le 
untrue, after visiting Pittsburg, the 
home of Mr. Patterson.

Patterson’s Story.
Mr. Patterson testified to having 

come to Montreal and having register­
ed with Mrs. Allen as his wife, but 
said he had never even seen Russell 
in Montreal and had caily heard of 
him through Mrs. Allen. He said he 
was thé president and manager of a 
manufacturing company in Pittsburg 
and did a business of from $500,000 to 
$1,000,000 yearly.

He said he had never seen Russell 
until he came to Pittsburg and told of 
his suspicions c»f the ‘‘badger” game, 
but that after Mr. Russell had met 
Mr. Pattirson he went away apparent­
ly satisfied. He knew nothing of any 
“badger” game and was not acquaint­
ed wLh McNamara, Mann, Green­
shields, Bush, Carringtçn, Racine or 
any alleged conspirators. Mrs. Al­
len had told him of her, interview with 
Russell, and said she tyad never met 
such an ungentlemanly . bear in her 
life.

The Woman’s' Story.
Mrs. Francis Allen said she had 

cable to Montreal with Mr. Patterson 
and had registered as his wife last Oc- 
tob.r. She said she had wished to 
meet Mr. David Russell, because sev­
eral girl friends had said he was a 
very nice man and very generous with 
lady friends. He had refused to meet 
her except in the general reception 
room, and then acted very rudely, so 
that the^ abruptly parted. She also 
denied knowing any alleged conspira­
tors.

J. P. Reilley, ‘ proprietor of the 
Hotel Maryland, New York, testified 
that Mrs. Francis Allen had stopped 
at that hotel. He testified to having 
received a request from EUpt. Dough­
erty, of the Pinkerton forces in New 
York, for a report on the position of 
Mr. Russell. He had writ.en on 
Dougherty’s card that the Patterson 
'cx-mpany was capitalized at $7,000,- 
000. It was this report which the 
Pinkertons brought to Mr. Russell 
and which subsequently turned out 
to be untrue. Asked where he got 
his information, he stated that Mrs. 
Allen had given it to him.

The case will continue tomorrow 
and will then be adjourned until Tues­
day morning.

During the day further extra­
ordinary evidence Was given, when 
the tiavid • Russell conspiracy case 
was resumed this morning. ‘The plain­
tiff was under examination again for 
the whole of the morning and said 
that he was suspicious that the bad?er 
game was attempted that he might 
" efome involved in relations that 
would throw over the $1,000,001) land 
taction he had with J. N. Greenshields. 
In fact, he said, he was suspicious 
that Greenshields was at the back o 
the “pestering” he suffered through 
letters and telephone messages he 
received from “Madam Desjardins.”

Windsor Hotel, as the wife of Mr. Pat­
terson of New York, telephoned to 
him. he would only meet her at the 
ladies’ reception room of the hotel- 
When she asked him to take her out, 
he declared he repulsed the overture 
with indigaticn.

Tn cross-examination Aime Geof- 
frion asved Mr. Russ^’l if the com­
munication he received from the wo­
man was the first ever received over 
the oh one or by letter. He replied that 
he had never communicated with the 
woman who approached him and in 
reply to further question from the 
counsel he said that he certainly drew 
the line between married and single 
women.

To Limit War Zone. .

London, Oct. 2—'The Italian am­
bassador tonight absolutely, denied to 
the foreign minister that Italians had 
been landed at Prevesa and emphatic­
ally assured him that Italy would leave 
Albania alone. The limitation of 4he 
war zone, however, dees not exteniçl to 
the high seas. Therefore, the Italian 
fleet has only one purpose in view 
that being to carry out the provisions 
of the ultimatum to Turkey, which 
calls for the military occupation of 
Tripoli*

Bombardment Billed for Today.
Rome, Oct 2—A despatch to the 

Tribuna from Malta says that a steam­
er which arrived there at six o’clock 
this evening brought news that the 
Turkish transport Derna had. been 
shelled and sunk in the harbor of Tri­
poli. It confirmed other advices that 
the bombardment wouldn’t begin until 
Tuesday in order to give the people 
time to withdraw.

Have Not Called ‘on Reserves. 
New York; Oct. 2—Neither the Ital­

ian nor the Turkish consulates hero 
received communication from their 
respective governments concerning 
Tripoli today. While it was said at the 
Italian consulate that some young 
Italians were returning tc their native 
land, under the law which compels 
service in the army for two years on 
reaching the age of 20, no move prob­
ably will be made here for compulsory 
mobilization of Italians liable to ser­
vice. At the Turkish consulate, it 
was said the services of Ottoman in 
the United States, of which there are 
about 500,000, would not be needed.

^Fifteen valuable horses ^ere burned 
to death in a fire which destroyed the 
St. Albert livery stable, owned by 
Mayor Louis .Levasseur early yes­
terday. The loss is estimated at 
$15,000, of which but $2,500 was cover­
ed by insurance, on the building. It 
is the most disastrous fire St. Alb 'it 
has known. Two young men who 
were sleeping in the office of the barn 
last night came near to losing their 
lives. The building was enveloped in 
flames which were curling over the 
roof when the two men were aroused 
from sleep by Mayor Levassdur. One 
of the young men was Leo Levasseur, 
son of the mayor, and the other a 
■nephew, Albert Camirand. Had it 
not been known that they were sleep­
ing in the barn the two men might 
have perished in the flames.

McNa­
mara stated that Kellogg and Rose 
were the New - York attorneys, who 
had been legal advisers to Mr. Rus­
sell. He told of an interview be­
tween Doherty, chief Pinkerton 
agent, and himself, previous to the 
sending of the telegram shown above.

John Russell, brother of David 
Russell, gave evidence tending to 
show that he had always believed 
that his 'brother’s mind was sound, 
and of an aliegied attempt to show 
the complainant to be of "unsound 
mind. He testified that Moses Coch- 
enthaler wired him to come to Mont­
real, as David Russell’s mind was 
affected, and upon his arrival wit­
ness declared he met -Cochenthaler 
and McNamara. The latter he testi­
fied said David Russell’s mind was 
unsound, and dictated a “plan of 
campaign." whereby they were to go 
to New York, enter David Russell's

IN RUSSELL CASE
Montreal, Oct. 1—Slotyl/ but sure­

ly the tangled skein of complications 
in the case fn which David Russell, 
the Montreal financier and millionaire, 
is suing Pinkerton’s detectives for 
$25,000 for alleged conspiracy is be­
ing unraveled before the justice. 
The complainant again was the star 
witness throughout today’s proceed­
ings, and he threw light upon the re­
lations to this case of his action with 
J. N. Greenshields, in a million and 
a quarter land transaction.

This land action it transpired, was 
laid in Ontario. In a previous simi­
lar case the witness said there had 
been a settlement satisfactory to 
himself in which he received $225,000

Sir Donald Mann and McNamara of 
the Pinkertons told Russell that he 
could offset a settlement of the 
Greenshields million and a quarter 
case if Russell would not proceed 
against Patterson .of pittsburg on the 
charge that a woman whotn he had 
passed off as his wife had attempted 
the badger game op Russell.

When asked upon what he based 
his belief Sir Donald Mann was the 
party who would effect the settlement 
Russell stated that a girl who had 
been in the employ of Mr. Forget ap­
plied for a position as typewriter and 
when he related the same to McNam­
ara he said “We are getting near the 
right parties now, all right.” Mr. 
Russell was on the witness stand at 
the time that the court adjourned un­
til Monday.

Previous to his testimony R. C. 
Smith had given evidence to the ef­
fect that when Mr. Russell first laid 
his case before him he advised that 
the circumstances were so suspicious 
that they \>ught to be looked fully 
into

John Knight, porter at the Windsor 
Hotel, gave testimony in relation to 
the alleged occasion he saw Mrs.

Millionairc David Russell is a Witness 
in Ills Own Behalf in Case Against 
Pinkerton Detective Agency.

Montreal, Sept. 28—The case or 
David Russell against the Pinkerton 
detective agency anu the Montreal 
Manager, Mr. John McNamara, for al­
leged conspiracy, continued today, 
David Russell and his brother, John 
Russell, being the chief witnesses. Mr. 
McNamara was also on the stand and 
continued the story which he com­
menced yesterday. Chief interest cen­
tered in the appearance of the p’ain- 
tiff, Mr. David Russell, who told the 
story which led him to believe there 
was a conspiracy against him. The 
conspiracy involved two pleas, the first 
being to play the “badger” game upon 
him, the seednd to secure his incar­
ceration in an insane asylum. Mr. 
Russell was only at the beginning of 
his story when the court was adjourn­
ed for the day. As yet nc hint nas 
been given as to the motive for the 
series of alleged pleas carried on 
against him. Mr. Russell told of the 
arrival at the Windsor hotel last Oc­
tober of Mr. Pamerson, accompanied 
by a woman who tried four times to 
secure an interview with him in her 
rooms. He refused, however, to meet 
her, except in the general reception 
room. He discovered that Mr. Pam­
erson. who claimed to be the husband 
of the woman, was watching him 
closely all the time, it being evidently 
the intention of the couple to place 
him in an unpleasant position. He 
said that he went tc Detective Car­
penter. of Montreal, with his story, 
and was advised, to place the case in 
rhe hands of the Pinkerton?, which 
he did.

Pinkertons Playing Him False.
The Pinkerton agency, however, he 

believed, played him false, saying af .or 
.he Pamerson couple left Montreal 
that they had traced them and found 
chem to be a respectable couple who 
could have no connection with any 
plot against Mr. Russell.

Mr. Russell also told of the efforts 
of Mr. McNamara to persuade him 
from going to New York and Pitis- 
burg to investigate for himself the 
‘rath of the statements made to him 
by McNamara. He also caused a 
sensation by stating that after he 
had professed that the ^Pinkertons had 
played him false, Mr. McNamara had 
offered to have his $1,000.000 west­
ern land suit settled for him if he 
would drop his caaç against Pamer- 
on. He also alleged that Sir Don­

ald Mann was connected with the 
matter, although how did not come 
out. He said that after Mr Mc­
Namara had told him of the possi­
bility of the land law suit, he saw 
Dan” Mann in the Windsor, .but did 

not speak to him. On reaching the 
train for New York he met Detective 
McNamara, who told him that fee 
must keep under -cover, for “he had 
the goods aboard.” Mr. Russell 
then joined his secretary and said, 
‘By jove, he’s got Dan Mann on 
board,” and after they got to New 
York he met McNamara, who told 1 
him that things were going well, and '
