BUDGET SPEECH ‘nxmnm

The House met at 3 p.m. yesterday,
with a very sparse attendance of the
public, considering that the Budxet
Speech was to be heard.

Petitiong ‘were presented by Hon. S.
D. Blandferd, by - Mr. Downéy, Mr.
Bennett {for 'the Speaker), . Par-
sons, Hon. Mr. Emerson a.nd otherl,
for several matters required by their
constituents in different parts.

Mr. Kent presented a petition from
the residents of Torbay, for a road
which is badly wanted at that place
and which he strongly recommended
to the notice of the Government. Mr.
Earle presented one from the resi-
cdents of Change Islands, asking for a
light house and public wharf at Fox
Head Cove. Mr. Eaile pointed out the
great need there was for these pub-
lic necessities in this place, showed to
what inconvenience ‘the people were
put without them, and hoped the Gov-
ernment would be able to see its way
clear to grant the prayer of the pe-
titioners. v

Mr. Clapp presented a petition from
the people ©of Baie Verte, praying that
that place be made a port of call. He
strongly urged on the Government the
importance of the locality and the
great benefits it would confer on the
pecple all round that section to have
the coastal boat call theze, and hoped
that the Government would give the
matter their most favorable considera-
tion.

Mr. Clift presented a petition from
H. G. LeDrew and others from Sopp’s
Arm, Pilley’s Island, Head’s Harbor
and other places for the sum of $1,5600
to build a road from Sopp’s Arm to
Badger. The petition was signed by
over 400 names, and Mr. Clift, who
knew the place having repeatedly
visited it, could-speak from personal
experience of the necessity of the
road. It would be of immense bene-
fit to the many people residing in that
section, and he strongly recommend-
ed the prayer of the petition to the
notice of the Government, and moved
that it be referred to the Department
to which it had relation.. He also
pregsented a numerously signed peti-
tion. from George Corner and others
of Sunday Cove Island, praying that
the cutting of timber c¢n the three
mile limit, by mill owners be prohib-
ited, and showed the great danger
that existed to the business interests !
of the country and the livelihood of
the fishermen of the country was to be
denuded of "its first growth. The
three mile limit was for the benefit
of the fishermen alone and no others
should be allowed to cut timber there.

A mregsage from the Legislative Coun-
cil intimated that the Railway and
Marine Bills had beer passed, the lag-
ter with a slight, amendment. In
answer to Mr. Clapp’s question the
“olonial Secretary informed him that
the Fogota was paid $400 for services
~endered in December, 1911, when
she released seven schooners frozen
in in Alexander Bay; $1,600 was paid
the Stella Maris this year to date on
account of the northern winter ser=
vice. The Premier, in reply to Mr.
Kent, who asked if anything had
been done to improve ' the telephone
system of St. John’s, and the estab-
lishment of the system throughout the
Colony, said that the matter is being
considered by the Government. The
Government Engineer studied the nu-
merous telephone .systems . in the
United States, but no agreement had
been made nor no correspdndence or
reports made that he could table. The
correspondence between the Engin-
eer and Government was of a confi-
dential character.

Mr. Clift asked the Premier if it
was the intention of the Government
to take action this session on his pe-
tition for separate representation by
one member for Grand Falls, Miller-
town, Badger and neighborhood, to be
known as the “District of the Interi-
or.” The Premier said. the matter
had been cnsidered, but up to the
present nothing had been done.

Mr. Cashin then delivered the Bud-
get Speech, after which some matters
on the Order Paper were deferred.
Mr. Squires moved for the reading of
the Medical Act, which provides for
a five years course instead of four to
dqualify as a medical practitioner.

The Bill giving the  €City . €ouncil
power to tax shooting galleries, etc.,
‘was also read a second time, after
which the House adjourned.
