ZEPPELIN FACTORIES

GENEVA, June 17.

A despatch from Friedrichshaien
sets forth that double shifts are now
turning out a completed Zeppelin air-
ship every twenty days. One of two
Zeppelins, destined for operations
against Italy, was sent away from
Friedrichshafen yesterday, to replace
the dirigible destroyed over Belgium
recently by the British aviator,
Warneford. It is reported in Geneva
that the German authorities are pre-
paring for an important combined
raid of Zeppelins and aeroplanes on
Paris and London, in retaliation for
recent attacks on German towns by
the aviators of the Allies.

WARNEFORD, BRITISH AVIATOR,
AND COMPANION KILLED.

PARIS, June 17.

Warneford, who gained fame re-
cently by blowing to pieces a Zeppe-
lin over Belgium, was killed to-day
by a fall from his aeroplane at Buc,
¥rance. Warneford was piloting the
machine, which had as a passenger
Henry B. Needham, the American
writer, who also was killed. Warne-
ford and Needham fell from a height
of 500 feet. The Lieut. had been
spending a few days in Paris, where
he came after his Zeppelin exploit to
receive the decoration of the Legion
of Honor. According to a report re-
ceived here, the accident resulted
