CANADIAN PREMIER SATISFIED.

LONDON, July 29.

Right Hon. Arthur Meighen, Pre-
mier of Canada, leaving London to-
night, said, “although the conference
has not concluded, I am leaving for
Canada to-morrow. Decisions have
been reached on those questions that
concerned the dominions most. I go
home satisfied with the trend of
events generally, and with the pro-
gress made. We did not all come to
{ London with the same views, and we
may not have the same views yet but
common objects were sought and a
common ground was found. What is of
overwhelming importance now is that
the disarmament conference shall not
fail. Concentrated powers of public
opinion added to the infinite pains and
patience of public men can alone en-
| sure its success. The former, power-
{ fiilly exerted, will produce the latter. I

CANADA AND US. TARIFF.

OTTAWA, July 30.

Canadian exporters of fish and fish
products are considerably handicap-
ped by the new United State tariff, it
is pointed out by an official of the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries,
that there is an increase of more than
one and a half million dollars in the
duties  which would be collected on
last year’s exports of fish and fish pro-
ducts across the border. During the
calender year 1920, Canada exported
to the United States 1,682,606 cwts.
of fish and 415,717 gallons of fish
oil, with an aggregate value of $15,-
950,325, upon which, it is estimated,
duties amounting to less than $100,-
000 were paid. For a similar move-
ment under the provisions of the
Fordney Act approximately $1,627,000
must be paid in duties.
