EXPECTING ENTENTE FLEET
Stockholm. Oct. 23.—The military 

critic of the Svenska Dagbladet as­
sumes that Germany is anticipating 
an attempt by an entente fleet to 
force an entrance into the Baltic in 
consequence of the German successes 
in the Gulf of Riga.

Official Statement of Fate 
of German Airship 

Raid
Paris, *Oct. 22.—An official note Û- 

sued this evening dealing with the 
raids of airships over France last 
week says:

"Information obtained up to the 
present time permits of the belief that 
11 Zeppelins coming from England 
flew over France Saturday. The ex­
pedition. impeded from the start hy 
fog which covered a great part of 
England, was transformed Into a dis­
aster, thanks to the activity of oar 
aerial and anti-aerial deefnse.

"Eight airships were still over 
French territory at dawn. They tried 
to cross our lines between Lunevilie 
and Daccarat. One of these wai 
downed by the 174th section or anti- 
air defense forces. Two others fled, 
but were attacked by four aviators 
belonging to Escadrilles N-77, N-91 
and N-89 (Nieuport chaser machines). 
These aviators reached one Zeppelin 
at an altitude of 17,000 feet and fired 
point blank at it- The pilots were 
forced to cease their attack when 
their ammunition was exhausted.

"One machine fell at Dammaratan, 
near Montigny le Rol at 11 o’clock. The 
car of one was caught in a tree and 
was tom off and fell to the ground 
Two officers and 14 men already h<* 
descended from this airship whlcl, 
thus lightened, rose to a great height 
with four men aboard. It was entirely 

out of control.“Two other airships were seen i” 
the south, the first landed at Larague.
