There was only a light wind in evi­
dence while the men were firing over 
the shorter ranges, but when they be­
gan at 1,000 yards there was a fitful, 
puffy wind, which bothered them, and' 
the scoring became irregular at this 
distance. J. R. Williams, of Belfast, 
made the top score of 45 out of a pos­
sible 50, and his total for the three 
ranges was 134. The next best work 
done was that of Major J. K. Miller, 
whose name has been identified with 
international rifle shooting since 1874, 
when the Irish team first visited 
Creedmoor. Among the American rep-
