LOCAL MARKET.
London, Thursday, May 5.

There was a slim attendance at the 
market this morning. The farmers have 
commenced their spring work in earnest. 
After all the talk that has been indulged 
in, it would not be surprising it the wea­
ther is favorable to the crops coming on 
as rapidly as last year. Last season the 
growth was slow until the latter part of 
the month of May.

Grain—A couple of loads of oats was 
all that was offered in this line; prices 
went higher, at $1 04 and $1 05 per cwt.

Hay and Straw -Three loads of hay 
was the extent of the offerings in this 
line; sales were made at $9 50 to $11 per 
ton

Butter and Eggs-The supply of butter 
was small; sales were slow, at 13c to 15c 
fur crocks and 15c to 16c for pound rolls. 
Eggs were in good demand, and most of 
the lots offered sold at 14c per dozen 
wholesale and 15c to 16c retail.

Apples—Most of the offerings were of 
inferior quality; sales were brisk for 
choice stock, at $2 to $2 25 per barrel; by 
the bag tile to 75c were most frequently 
paid.

Vegetables and Roots— There were quite 
a number of bags of potatoes on sale; 
prices ranged at $1 20 to $1 25 per bag; 
seed potatoes sold at 90c to $1 50 per bag; 
some of the dealers are of the opinion 
that as soon as the wants of the Ameri­
can buyers are satisfied, prices will 
settle down again, coupled with the fact 
that green stuff will be coming in more 
freely. Rhubarb was lower in price, at 
50c to 60c per dozen: onions, lettuce and 
radishes, 30c to 40c per dozen; spinach. 
25c per peck.

Dressed Hogs—About 20 carcases offer­
ed, which sold mostly at $6 60 and $6 75 
per ewt.

Live Hogs—The price for Monday will 
be $4 80 per cwt, instea of $4 90, as pre­
viously stated.

Butchers’ Meats—The supply was fairly 
large; beef sold at $7 to $7 50 for fair 
stuff, an $6 for inferior; veal was fairly 
brisk at $5 to $7 per cwt; lambs, $4 50 
to $5 50 each.

Maple trees were offered at 25c to 50c 
each; pears, 50c each; apple trees, 35c 
each; spruce, 10c to 25c each.

A large number of county bridges 
will be built in Middlesex during the 
summer. County Engineer Talbot is 
hard at work on the specifications at 
present, and the tenders will be called 
for early in June. The work is exten­
sive, but it is expected that it will 
all be completed before the fall.

The largest and - most important 
bridge to be constructed is the one be­
tween Brooke and Metcalf Townships 
over the Sydenham River. It will 
have a considerable span, and will 
be constructed of cement and iron. 
The cost will be between four and five 
thousand dollars. This bridge has long 
been needed, as its predecessor has 
done many years’ service on a much- 
traveled thoroughfare.

Another bridge is to be constructed 
between these two townships over 
Hardy’s Creek, which will cost $1.500.

A number of other smaller bridges, 
five in number, are to be put up at 
different points throughout the county.

The county engineer was asked this 
morning if the building of bridges 
throughout the county would continue 
much longer, and his reply was that 
as all of the new bridges were of ce­
ment and iron it would be many years 
before they would have to be replaced 
All of the wooden bridges throughout 
the county will be replaced in time, 
and after that there will be a long 
lapse of years, when the county will 
be required to expend very little on 
new structures. Middlesex will then 
have as fine bridges as any country in 
Canada. % , 1.10 ■

The new small bridges that have 
been constructed present a very neat 
appearance. The floors, are of steel 
girders, over which is placed a bed of 
cement, and an iron railing is placed 
along the sides. They are a great im­
provement over the old wooden struc­
tures.
