Vancouver, April 1 
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Mr. J. R. Robertson, of Menzies street,, 
returned, the other day, from the 
Kootenay Mining district, where he has 
spent some weeks investigating the pros­
pects. As many readers are [aware, before 
making - Victoria his home, he resided for 
some years in New York city, being intim­
ately connected with various English inter­
ests in the States. In reply tq the interro­
gations of a representative of the Colonist, 
this gentleman expressed himself as very 
much struck with' the buoyant feeling ex­
pressed by every one he met on the Koo­
tenay lakes.

Mr. Robertson made a personal inspec­
tion of the various townsitee on Kootenay 
lake, and stated that, with the exception of 
Nelson and Ainsworth, the evidences of 
future development were in «the most primi­
tive stages. Perhaps outside the above 
named towns, the place showing most signs 
of movement is Pilot Bay, at wfiich point 
land is being cleared preparatory to a 
smelter being erected in the fall. Outside 
Nelson and Ainsworth, however, there was 
as yet no town in anything more than the 
earliest stages of development, but not 
posing as a prophet, he regretted he could 
not anticipate what might happen in the re­
mote future. Mr. Robertson rode into the 
country before the opening of navigation, in 
February, and states that well-informed 
people still consider that it. will be another 
month before new trails can be cat or pros­
pecting carried on in any but the low shores 
of thé lakes and drivers, a very short; dis­
tance from which brings one to the snow 
line.

In Coquimbo the Melpomene received 

telegraphic instructions from the Admiralty 
office in London to proceed down the coast 
to Juan de Fernandez and rescue the ship­
wrecked sailors of an American barque that 
had been wrecked in the locality. A start 
was at once made, and a day and night 
search kept ùp, but without any result, no 
trace of any men being found. —

As an instance of the immense use British 
men of-war are in Southern American waters 
i* may be mentioned incidently that six- 
sevenths of the shipwrecked crews relieved 
and taken into port are delivered from death 
by them. Indeed, it has become the cus­
tom whenever any puch catastrophe occurs 
there to at once put the nearest warship 
flying the Union Jack in possession of 
facts, the authorities being positive that 
human ingenuity will be expended promptly 
and efficiently.

The monotony of the voyage ot t 
pomene was most pleasantly broken 
times by lending, target practice with big 
guns, the longest manoeuvres being executed 
during the steamer s stay off Tokimo. 
were no deaths during the trip, and but 
seven desertions, four marines and thsee 
stokers getting away to the varied afcd 
questionable attractions of a life on shore. 
The officers of the warship are loud in their 
praises of Chilian hospitality, and all state 
that they were treated royally by the rep­
resentatives of that impetuous but generous 
nation on every possible occasion.

The whole Chilian revolution was seen at 
different periods' by the Melpomene, and 
she fetches all kinds of accounts of several 
startling scenes in the progress of the re­
bellion. H. M. S. Champion, on arrival 
here last year, gave all these details in full, 
however, so that a recapitulation would be 
useless.

Once, when in Coquimbo harbor, the 
Melpomene experienced a terrible gale, 
during the progress of which she lost her 
long boat and cutter under rather peculiar 
circumstances, which served to bnng out 
the sterling bravery of Lieut. Harvey. A" 
big ship near the Melpomene dragged her 
anchors, and the long boat and .the cutter 
were sent oat to help her catch bottom 
again. They had 
Mr. Harvey in command, before they were 
overturned. With great difficulty th 
were rescued, the lieutenant being the last 
man aboard. He immediately ordered the 
whale boat manned, and, though half 
drowned already, took command of her and 
went in search of the "empty boats, which, 
however, could not be recovered.

When Coquimbo was left smallpox was 
committing fearful ravages among the na­
tives. The ship will go into dock, next week, 
for a general overhauling.

Appeat Cases Submitted.
