Owing no doubt to insufficient notice 
of his arrival, the meeting of members 
of the board of trade and business men 
which assembled yesterday forenoon to 
discuss freight rates with Prof. McLean, 
Dominion freight rate inquiry commis­
sioner, was not as large as might have 
been desired.

L. G. McQuade, president, of the 
British Columbia Board of Trade, intro­
duced Prof. McLean to the assembly, 
aud Mr. Macnaugbton, secretary to the 
Commissioner, read the minute of coun­
cil creating the commission and defining 
its scope. The Commissioner explained 
that his appointment was the outcome of 
the numerous complaints which had 
reached the government from various 
parts of the country of exorbitant 
freight rates and discrimination on 
the part of transportation companies, 
and the discussions on the subject which 
had taken place in the House of Com­
mons during last session. These charges 
were mainly of a general nature and it 
waa to secure absolute and reliable in­
formation that the commission had been

man governments, M. Constans, the 
French ambassador, under Instructions 
left Constantinople on August 26. An 
arrangement had been effected on Au­
gust 17, and its terms drafted by the 
Ottoman foreign minister, with the ap­
proval of the Sultan, who had promised 
M. Constans that the text should be 
handed to him on August 18. M. Con­
stans telegraphed to Paris on Aiugust 
19 that pone of the promises had been 
fulfilled, and M. Delcasse on August 21 
telegraphed M. Çonstans that in view of 
so flagrant a disregard of the undertak­
ings, the negotiations could no longer be 
continued, and requested M. Constans to 
inform the Porte that he -had received 
orders to leave Constantinople. On Au­
gust 23 M. Constans communicated with 
the Porte fixing August 26 as the date 
for his departure; and as the engage­
ments were still unkept, M. Constans 
leflt Constantinople on that date. With 
the departure of M. Constans the rela­
tions between France and Turkey may 
be regarded as broken off. Munir Bey, 
the Turkish ambassador to France, has 
been telegraphed not to return to Paris.

The correspondent of the Associated 
Press was informed today, from the best 
source, that while the current affairs of 
the two embassies could be carried- on 
by the charge d'affaires, ell negotiations 
of a political nature would be entirely 
suspended until the Sultan should yield 
to the French demands. The French 
government considers that the Sultan 
has broken his word. 'He had promised 
full payment of the long-standing in­
demnities to Frenchmen, amounting to 
twelve million francs, but at the end or 
last week declined to pay the full 
amount and offered a reduced sum, which 

declined. M. Constans had arrived 
at Stamboul, where he was to take the 
Orient express, when a court chamber- 
lam reached there in post haste from 
the Sultan, begging M. Constans to re­
turn to Therapia, and promising that 
everything would be satisfactorily set­
tled. iM. Constans declined to return, 
dedaring the time for promises was 
past; it was for the Sultan to fulfil his 
undertakings. The .French government 
will take no further steps in the matter 
but will wait for the Sultan to move, 
and it is not thought the Sultan will 
allow the present situation to last very

CONVOY ATTACKED.

But Boers Are Driven Off—Prisoners 
Oaught in the Open.

London, Aug. 27.—Lord Kitchener, in 
a despatch from Pretoria today, says;

“A convoy on its way from Kimber­
ley to Griquatown was attacked near 
Rooikopje. The attack was driven1 off 
by Oapt. Humby's escort of. eeventy- 
four Imperial Yeomanry, who lost nine 
men killed and had twenty-three men 
wounded. The convoy was brought in 
in safety.

Capetown, Aug. 27.—Lord Milner, the 
British high commissioner in South 
Africa, arrived -here today from Eng­
land.

Replying to an address of wel­
come he said there was no doabt what­
soever that the unspeakable determina­
tion of the people and government of 
Great Britain was to adhere to their 
South African policy.

Thomas Earle, M. P., was the first to 
address the Commissioner. He said be 
had no" personal knowledge of the 
charges made against the C. P. R., but 
he assumed that one complaint would be 
that the company gave better rates to 
terminal points than to intermediate 
ones. Victoria importers could not con­
sistently object to this arrangement, but 
he was informed that the C. P- R. was 
giving more favorable rates on through 
shipments from Eastern points to Yu­
kon than for consignments purchased 
by Victorians at the same points and 
reshipped from here.

Mr. Seabrook remarked that there 
could be no question about through ship­
pers securing an advantage in rates. By 
shipping direct they avoided all local 
Charges.

Mr. tlarle complained of the excessive 
rates HHded by the White Pass & Yu­
kon Railway Company, which were seri­
ously injuring Victoria’s trade with the 
North. Heavy shipments were now be­
ing made via St. Michaels—the all-water 
route—at about $40 a ton. The W- P. 
& Y. charged as high as $150 a ton. 
Mr. Earle produced a copy of the com­
pany’s tariff from which he quoted the 
rates in support of his remarks.

ing that men should sleep without dis­
tressing dreams or dread. Yet into these 
circumstances the mischance of a mo­
ment hurls the awful spector of death 
and in less than half an hour the prom 
ship Is a shapeless n«g.ss at the bottom 
of the waters, and two score of human 
beings have been at once thrown bÿ 
death into the awful presence of their 
Creator.

“In such an hour as ye think not."
This thought is strongly brought to onr 
minds by this calamity. From their 
comfort and supposed safety many were 
at once flung to the awful dangers of 
the deep and to death. It is in such an 
instance as this that the revealing 
er of great crises in the lives of men 
is shown. Men who have been near to 
death, when rescued have told of how 
their memory has been awakened and 
the events of their lives have been re­
surrected and have passed before them 
in hurried panorama. Quicker than 
lightning’s flash their lives have been 
thrown as it were on a screen before 
their eyes. And more than memory has 
been awakened; consciousness itself; ndt 
only what we have done, but ' what we 
are; the present as well as the past. We 
are revealed to ourselves. Oar habit is 
to live behind closed doors. In the 
course of th» ordinary life, pride, shame 
or modesty, shut us m from each other 
and behind these doors we live our lives.
These doors stand between ourselves 
and consciousness. We may be ignorant 
of ourselves until the blow of circum­
stance flings open these doors and dis­
covers to ourselves and others the fact 
of our beings. These things come like 
flashlights on the sensitized plate of 
science and are everlastingly printed. No 
man is thé same being after such an ex­
perience, not because he has changed, 
but because he knows himself 
never knew before. None of us know 
how we would act under untried circum­
stances. We know how strong is the 
love of life, and the desire to save life, 
sense of dnty, sympathy for suffering 
and desire to help the weak might not 
be stronger than the love of life. We all 
know what we would like to do, 
but not what we would do. We 
do not know what our decision would be 
until we were tried. We don’t know 
whether the selfish thoughts would be 
trodden upder foot and the heroic feel­
ing prevail, although we hope that it 
would. It is therefore fitting that we 
be silent in onr judgments of others. If 
others have not measured np to onr beet 
conceptions it is not ours to jndge, and 
if others have acted as we would have 
desired to act, what should hold us back 
from honest admiration and cheerful 
praise?

These crises also reveal the truth of 
onr lives—the facts about ourselves. In 
our social life we obtain so much from' wearer

WATER VERY LOW.

Few Sluice Heads Running In the Klon- 
d'ke—Pumping Plants Needed.

Accordine to news received from the 
Klondike district by the steamer Hatin?, 
low water Is Interfering with mining opera­
tions. Lew, Grader, mining broker, who 
has returned to Dawson from a totir of ex­
amination pf the creeks, says:

‘‘For the {next five or six years it is my 
judgment that the only prodtable work 
that can be done in summer In the Klon­
dike will be on claims equipped with pump­
ing plants and machinery.”

4'‘Except on claims so equipped, work on 
the creeks Is now at a standstill because 
of the scarcity of water. In Eldorado there 
are scarcely two sluice heads, and on Bon­
anza there is not much more. *On Sulphur 
work Is practically suspended, and on 
Hunker it Is the same. On lower Dominion 
a man took Out a ditch at 32, and run it 
along the left limit hillsides for several 
miles, intending to use some himself and 
sell the balance to others In the seventies 
and eighties, but there Is only one sluice 
head running, and he Is using that himself. 
The other claims are1 idle. I was not down 
Gold Rnn, bnt understand the conditions 
there are a little better, though the water 
Is very low.

Where pumping plants are used, however, 
work Is going on very satisfactorily, and 
considerable cold is being taken oüt. They 
are enabled to operate because the water 
can be used over again. Many such plants 
are In operation on the creeks I visited, 
and a little observation convinced me that 
summer work cannot, b^s done without ma­
chinery, because during a great part of the 
summer there is not water enough to do 
It with. This fact Is so patent that I 
think all the good claims will be equipped 
In five or six years' time."

mense Crowd. Mr. EgrJe further explained that the 
rate imposed by the railroad company 
was on the sliding scale, rebates being 
given on large shipments. The object 
should be to encourage general trade and 
not give it into the control of a mono­
poly. As the case stood the shippers 
are flooding the market in order to se­
cure a rebate, which is simply killing 
the trade. Some arrangement will have 
to be made by local shippers through 
which their goods may be carried by the 
water route. If they conld not get ac­
cess to the market under the same con­
ditions as their competitors they would 
be ont of it. He then mentioned the de­
parture of a ship from Seattle with 
goods for the river route, as showing 
how the present arrangement played in­
to the hands of the American companies.
He gave an instance within his own ex­
perience in which he had been charged 
$136 a ton on five tons of potatoes ship­
ped over the W. P. &Y. He suggested 
that the Dominion government should 
exercise control over the road in the in­
terests of Canadian trade.

Mr. Munro, manager of the British- 
American Paint Company, complained 
of C. P. R. discrimination in favor of 
Winnipeg shippers into Kootenay. He 
quoted rates to prove that the C. P. R- 
gave Rossiand and Nelson a preference 
in this respect over Coast cities. He 
said the rate from Winnipeg to Nelson 
and Rossiand, a distance of 1,000 
miles, the rate was 64 cents on paint, 
and from Victoria to either 
of those places, 500 miles, 
the rate was 85 cents.. This was 
obviously unfair to the Coast cities. The 
reason given bff the company for this is 
that unless the above quoted rate was 
maintained the scale of local rates 
around that territory would be upset- 
It is also claimed that American roads 
affected the situation. He contended, 
however, that the Coast cities should 
have the same rate as Winnipeg.

STAGNATION IN NEW YORK.
Shipping Business Cannot Get Goods 

Enough to FUL

New York, Ang. 27.—Stagnation in the 
shipping business at New York and even 
more so at the outports is the existing 
condition, according to the Journal of 
Commerce, which asserts that Shipping 
is demoralized and that ship owners find 
themselves unable to obtain business at 
any rates. The dearth of merchandise is 
general, including manufactured products 
as well as grain and provisions.

"This condition of stagnation," says 
the Journal, “applies to the shipping 
business of the outports even more than 
to New York, as practically all the 
freight business out of this port is car­
ried in the regular line packets. large 
steamers with 12,000 tons carrying 
capacity and upwards have recently left 
this port carrying less than 3,000 tons 
all told of cargo.”
