Hunt, of Seattle. who ‘is at the head
of the syndicate, is at present at Texada
island for the purpose of securing other
properties and making arrangements for
shipping facilities. It is understood that
the present company has secured a bond
on the property for a number of years.
This summer a tram line will be put
in to Ellis bay, about four miles from
the former landing, which was'exposed
in times of storm. The company plans
to employ about 500 men on the work
during the summer and will increase the
working force to one thousand during
the winter. The ore will be shipped to
the Irondale smelter in Washington, The
product of Texada is regarded —as
amongst thc finest ore in the world.

“The Promised Land.”—V. M. Serib-
ner, of Bella Coola, writing to R. M.
Palmer, secretary of the bureau of in-
formation, says : “I have just returned
from a trip to the Chileotin and wish
to say that between the head of the
‘Bella Coola valley and the Chelanco,
on the Upper Salmon river, I saw sev-
eral thousand acres of fine meadows that
are lying vacant. The soil looks good,
the altitude, as near as I could learn,
ran from 3000 to 3800 feet; and one
of the only two settlers, in there n-
formed me that last winter the snow
was only about 16 inches in depth.

TO SHIP RAILWAY
TIES TO JAPAN

Pretentlous Undertaking of Great
Value to British Columbia
Is Planned.

If the plans of an Ontario lumber
merchant, now in Vancouver, are suc-
cessfully completed, it will not be long
before railroad ties by the hundreds of
‘thousands will be shipped from this city
to Japan, says the Vancouver World.
Mr. John Butler, of Woodstock, has long
been intimately connected with local mill
men, handling large quantities of Van-
couver cedar shingles for the Ontario
trade. Two years ago he visited Van-
couver and at that time made a con-
tract with Mr. Robert M¢Nair for two
hundred cars, all of which were safely
delivered and handled with profit. Now
Mr. Butler is back here again. He left
' Woodstock on June 2 for the purpose of
making another purchasing trip through
British Columbia, but on the WAY ge
became acquainted with a fellow-traveler
'whose conversation turned his attention
for the time being into other channels.
Mr. Butler has not decided to give up
the shingle business, but he does hope,
unless a hitch occurs, to embark ere
long on a much more pretentious un-
dertaking.

The fellow-traveler who so much im-
pressed Mr. Butler was Mr. Geo. F.
‘Goode, purchaser for Sale & Frazer, a
large firm of British railroad comtrac-
tors operating in Japan. Messrs. ‘Sale
& Frazer buy railroad ties by the huu-
dreds of thousands, but in the past have
been giving their trade to American
dealers. As an English firm, however,
they would rather buy from Canada, pro-
viding the prices quoted on this side of
the line are as low as the American
prices. Mr. Goode, accordingly, offered
to purchase, through Mr. Butler, if Mr.
Butler could secure the quantities of
ties required and ship them at a fignre
which would not entail a loss on the
purchasers. A provisional agreement was
then made, dependent upon Mr. Butler's
success in making arrangements with
local loggers. » e
For the last few days the Woodstock

Eight Killed
in Train Wreck

Express Strikes Open Switch at
Full Speed With Fearful
Results,

Many Are Rescued From Result-
Ing Fire in the Very Nick of
Time.

Mentor, Ohio, June 21.—Running at
the rate of 50 or 60 miles an hour, the
fl“wentxetl.x Century Limited on the Lake
Shore railroad, dashed inte an open
| switch at the passenger station here
shortly before 10 o’clock tonight. Four
or five persons were killed and 12 or 15
badly injured, The combination baggage
and smoker car and the coach behind it
caught fire and were destroyed.

The train was eastbound, having left
Cleveland about 9 o’clock, and as !i‘fdoes
not stop here, it was running at great
spee\d. The engineer did not notice the
open switch until the train struck it
The engine left the rails and plowed
iuto the ground, tearing up the tracks
for yards, The two eoaches following
it jammed into it with great force and
were crushed, the fire from the engine
setting them ablaze. Fortunately most
of the occupants of these two coaches
‘Wwere_ rescued before the fire reached
them, Among the killed is the engineer,
the others ing passengers who were in
the smoking car,

s |CLOUDBURST CAUSES

GREAT DESTRUCTION

Ithica Visited by a Flood That
Washes Away Many
Structures,

TIthaca, N. Y., June 21.—Following
fifteen hours’ steady downpour of rain,
a cloudburst ‘at the Six-Mile creek,
ten miles southeast of this city,
caused the worst flood ever known
here, and resulted in considerable
damage. Flats were under 20 feet
of water. No trains have besn run-
ning since morning.

Six-Mile creek runs through the city
on the edge of the district. Three
large lumber yards on the banks suf-
fered ‘heayy loss, one entire mill being
carried away. A portion of the Ithaca
Street Railway & Electric Light Co.’s
power station was swept down stream
and the machinery badly damaged.

The water supply is cut off. A
large dam in the ereek furnishing
power for the filtration plant went out,
and later the artesian plant on the
lowlands became submerged. Seven
large bridges in the ecity and at least
ten in the rural districts went out.

Many families living near Inlet de-
serted their homes and fled to the
west hill when warned of the flood’s
approach. They are spending the
night in a large schoolhouse.
