ASOTHES EIEM GONE DOWS.

A Savage tsUasitl ea Chief Secretary 
Balfoar—Bis Kcply.

LtygpQK, Dec. S.-The House of Commons 
Committee to-night on the Irish 
An appioprlatlon of USJOI was 

asked In order to complete the sum of £10.707 
for expenses for the Irish Secretary's 
office. John X. Kills (Lib.) moved that 
the amount asked be reduced by
£t«A his purpose being td raise a general 
debate on Mr. (Uslfour’a administration. He 
charged that the Government was using cod- 
cion to such »n extent that 1500 persons had 
been imprisoned since the Crimes Act went in- 
to operation. Mr. Balfour, he an Id, waa seeking 
to conceal from the people of England the 
acts of cruelty perpetrated In Ireland. He had 
adorned a system of evasion and of Inaccuracy 
of statement within and without Parliament. 
The Inaccuracy might grise from ignor­
ance, for Mr. Balfour waa generally 
absent from bis post at Lublin.
In this he - was unlike any of his 
predecessors. flWdoin or ever had the Chief 
Secretary for Ireland left hie duties to sub­
ordinates. Mr. Balfour’s entire administration 
had been characterized by petty malignity and 
calculated brutality. _

Mr. Balfour replied that Mr. Ellis had come 
to a dark conclusion regarding his (Mr. Bal­
four’s) inoraiiOhaVacler. [Lnagliter.1 He bad 
accused the Irish Secretary of evasion and in­
accuracy and of malignity and brutality in bis 
conduct.

Mr. Ellis Interrupted with a correction : 
’■What,I said was that your administration 
i» characterized by those qualities."

Mr. Balfour ruioined: "Thu’, does not make 
dlffennce. My statements regard­

ing 'the situation to 1 inland have in­
variably -been based upon official re­
ports, these being largely statistics that could 
not reasonably Be impugned. The Govern­
ment most earnestly desires to enable 
the people to know the whole truth 
about Ireland. If the country puce 
understood- the criminal methods by which 
political objects were advocated In Ireland ; 
u the character of the allianoe binding the 
Opposition were revealed the verdict would 
not be with Mr. Gladstone. [Cheers.)

Mr. Gladstone, who has come from Hnwarden 
to order to assist in the attack upon the 
Government, twitted Mr. Balfour and 
other Conservatives with having sought 
a similar alliance on the eve of the 
last election. The ex-Premldr denied 
Liberals had sought a party advantage In an 
alliance which arose from a concurrence of 
opinion with the Nationalists upon the great 
lines of their policy toward Ireland. [Cheers.] 
Mr. Balfour made him an object of comment 
in a style that was without parallel. 
Ha did not personally resent Mr. Balfour • 
invective and would endeavor to keep at

___ otelt distance possible from
competing with such language. He pro­
ceeded to charge Mr. Balfour with misrepre­
senting Earl Spencer's treatment of prisoners 
when KnrliSpencer was Viceroy of Ireland. 
Referring to the case of Kinsetln, Mr. Gladstone 
quoted from a uamhplet written by e priest nam­
ed Lillee entitled, ‘The Murder of KlnaellaZ 
aa forcing upon every man of candor and of 
humane feelings the strong conviction that to 
those who administer the law to Ireland the 
life of a Nationalist was not of the same value 
as that of a ’’Loyalist-” [Cheers.] Coming to 
the murder at Mitchelstown he assured theOou- 
servatlvee that nothing but repentance would 
silence the reproach arising from that mistake. 
The wanton slaughter of innocent men remain­
ed unpunished. The murders were never even 
inquired into as they ought to have been. •

Mr. Balfour replied that Mr. Gladstone while 
protesting against strong language Indulged in 
criticisms, the chief feature of which was 
strength of epithet,’ _

After short speeches by Mr. Dillon. Sir G O.
