McMillan was the candidate of the Orange
party and he didn’t think Orangemen should
rule the city any longer.

Again the speaker’s metallic voice was
drowned amid a how! of resentment, against
jnsinuations thrown at the Orange
organization. Between the frequent inter-
ruptions that followed  he managed to
abuse all the other mayoralty candidates ex-
cept Mr. Beaty, who, he thought, could
bardly be considered in the race.
