Ald. McMurrich thought that the pre-
vious evidence tended to prove that the
engines had been shut down, but Mr. Ham-
ilton claimed that they were not shut off
soon enough. He would not have blamed
an ignorant man . in .such a case, but
?> thought Engineer Hall should have
Lpwn enough to shut off his engines
%5 «der and thus have averted the accident,

*he had suspended and afterwards dis-
missed him. He was positive that all the

~sengineers knew that if the water in the
fonduit was pumped out the pipe would
=rtainly rise,
¢ An additional reason for the. upheaval of
the pipe was attributive to its not being
roperly weighted dowr, and the blame
or this he shouldered on Walter C. Brough,
s he considered he ought to have séen to
vhis. part of the contract being fulfilled.

Ex-Ald. Gowanlock, late chairman of the

Vaterworks Committee, was present and
.ated that the five-foot pipe wasitested by
‘im at Hanlan’s crib and that the pipe did
40t come into view at that time. There
never had been any *‘Sunday test,” and
those that certified that there had bee
stated what was untrue. :
The Committee's Findings.

Ald. Lamb asked permission to introduce
a report which was a resume of the entire
investigation and was accorded permission to
9o 35, The reportstated in substance *‘that
8 Segties -of circumstances seem to have led

o the rising of this section of gipe. no
of which in itself would probably have
used the accident. The chief cause ap-
wrs to have been the blocking ot the
.ieve screen in the crib at the Island, which
‘was in charge of Mr. Goodwiu, and the
evidence taken places in doubt his having
roperly attended to and carried out the
instructions given him, more espescially as
he was particularly cautioned to be more
careful in looking after his duty. Engineer
Hall is recommended for reinstatement, and
Engineer Baxter is censured for not. know-
ing more about the depth of water which
should have been in the well,

The report then goes on to  state that,
“While thinking that some of the officials
connected with the station are deserving of
censure, yet we do not think that any par-
ticular one can be fairly held solely respon-
sible in the matter, and we comsider that
the accident was the result of a series of
unforeseen circumstances which could not
have been averted.”

Bell
introduced a resolution ‘calling for the
printing of the evidence adduced during the
investigation and its submission to the
members of the board for their considera-
tion. He thought that everyone should be
fully acquainted with the detailed facts of
the case hefore a vote was taken on the
question.

The resolution was carried and the water-
works estimates were then taken up for
consideration and passed, as published some
time since in The World.

It never faiis,

7 HOME FOR INCURABLES.

Annual Meetiug Yesterday Afternoon—A
Large and Fashiouable Gathering.

The nineteenth annual meeting of the
Home for Incurables wes held yesterday
afternoon. ' ‘lieutenant - Governor  Kirk-
patrick presided, and there was a large at-
tendance of the friends of the institution,
who listened with evident pleasure to the
very satisfactocy reports that were pre-
sented. e

Rev. Dr. Potts was achairman of the
Progtam Committee, -and had all his ar-
rangements in perfect order.  Lieutenant-
Governor Kirkpatrick briefly expressed his
pleasure at being presens, and congratulated
the managers of the home on the success
that had attendéd their work during the
past year, !

‘I'he 19th annual report, preseated by the
secretary, Miss M. Martin, referred feeling-
ly to the loss the eiome had sustained by
the death of the late secretary, Mrs. Alex-
ander Maaning, who had. been connected
with the institution from its - earliest his-
tory. The board has also lost by death
during the past year, from among its mem-
bers, Mrs, Foley, Dr. Norman Bethune and
Mr. George Craig, fitting reference being
made to their worth and sympathy express-
ed with their relatives.

Fifty-thrée inmates have been admitted
during the year; 31 have died, 9 have left
the Home to live with their friends; 1 be-
‘came insane and had to be removed to the
asylum, and 1 was discharged for insubord-
ination, leaving in the Home at present 107.

Over $19,000 was received 1n the form of
legaciesand “special” ‘donations, of which
$7000" was from the Keterson estate, $5000
from the estate of the late A, T. Fulton and
$2500,from the -date William Gooderham.
The report closed by expressing the satis-
faction of the board with the manner in
which the various officers of the Home had
discharged their duties. ;

817,000 for the Reserve Fund,

The treasurer’s report presented by Mrs.
MacMath showed the total receipts to be
$34,635.94, which, with the cash balance on
March 1, 1892, $1823.30, made a total pass-
ing through her hands of $36,459.24. This
includes donations-and legacies to the ex-
tent of $19,641.486, of which the managers
were able to put by $17.191.50 in a special
fuhd to form the nucleus of an endowment
tund. ‘As this is the first yoar that the insti-
tution has been free from debt and able to
apply its surplus funds in this manner, this
was considered a highly satisfactory fea-
ture. i

The total expenses of the Home were
$17,978.50, or something = less than
$3.50 a: week per patient. When
it is remembered that this includes a con-
siderable outlay for furniture and the ser-
vices of a thoroughly capable and efficient
medical and nursing staff, whose attentions
are constantly required .by a large number
of the patients, it will prove that the
methods pursued are of the most economical
and judicious character. = The report,which
was duly cervified-to by the auditors, show-
ed the balance remaining in the ‘treasurer’s
hands to be $1289.29. The motion adopting
these reports was moved by Rev. Dr. Bar-
wash and seconded by Rev. Arthur: Bald-
win.

A resolution placing on record the appre-
ciation of the managers and friends of the
home of the services rendered to it by the
late Mra. Alexander Manning during her
long connection with it and the sincere re.
gret of all connected with it at her death
was moved by Rev. Dr. Pouts in fitting
terms and seconded by Rev. * Dr.
Parsons.
