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&ir Oliver Must Make a Move,

When the temperance question was up
befofe the Ontario Legislature last session
the prohibitionists put the question straight
to Sir Oliver Mowat what he intended do-
ing in the matter. They wished him to
pass a prohibitory enactment then snd
there. He replied that he wanted to be
more certain of the public sentiment in re-
gard to prohibition before he recommended
prohibitory legislatiod to the House. He
suggested a plebiscit to disgnose the public
pulse.
finds a decided majority in favor of pro-
hibition. The question arises, what Sir Oli-
ver will do now that he made his diagnosis.
If he was sincere in his recommendation of
the plebiscit he will now follow it up with
prohibition. That is the logical sequence
of his move last session. That is what the
temperance people expect him to do, They
consider they have won the greatest victory
in the history of temperance in Canada, and
they have, too. They hold that under this
victory Sir Oliver Mowat is pledged to in-
troduce prohibitory legislation. If S8ir
Oliver declines to do so, then the plebiscit
will turn out to have been the political
trick that some counsidered it to be all
along. But the temperance pecple are not
looking at it in the light of a trick. They
are in dead earnest and they will hold Sir
Oliver closely to all his promises, direct and
implied. .

The fact that there is some doubt as to
whether the Province df Ontario has
power to pass & prohibitory law should not
stand as an excuse to Sir Oliver for delay-
ing-the introduction of a prohibitionymeas-
ure. He can assume the right, the same
as he has done in regard to other questions
where there was a doubt as to constitution-
ality, The sconer a prohibitory law is
passed the sooner will i€ ba 'determined
where the authority lies. Sir Oliver has no
excuse for delay. He is pledged to prohi-
bition and he ought to be strictly kept to
Lis promise. About one thing at least
there is no doubt. The Ontario’Legisla-
ture has jurigdiction in regard to
liquor license. 1t can regulate the
sale of liquor in Ontario down to as fine
a point as it chooses. It can sanction ten
saloons for every 50,000 of the population,
or it can sanction but one. If it can limit
Tarouto to 150 licenses it can on the same
principle limit 1t to one, or in fact none at
all. Sir Oliver has the key to prohibition
in his hand. The temperance people will
make him close the door or they will know
the teason why he refuses.

Suburban Posial Service,

The special letter delivery system-in the
cities of the United States is not rapid
enough for some of them, and a proposal
has been made to ensure still greater
despatch in the handling of mail matter. It
is pointed out that 1t sometimes involves a
matter of two hours between the posting of
a letter in Boston and its delivery in the
suburban town of Cambridge. The proposi-
tion is .to use the telephone to ensure
greater efficiency. All letters sent under
the special delivery system would be first
despatched to a telephone centre and from
there sent over the wire to Cambridge. The
introduction of this system would bring the
two parties concerned in a letter closer to-
gether by an hour or so. The special de-
livery system has not yet taken root in
any Canadian city, but it is an important
feature in the postoffice system of
the United States. We do not propose
urging the adogtion of the special delivery
system in Torontg just now, much less to
utilize the telephone i‘n the- way they pro-
pose in Boston.

At the same time an improvement might
easily be made in the delivery of letters in
the suburbs of Toronto. There is no par-
ticalar reason why the municipal limits of
the!City of Toronto should be strictly ad-
The
postoffice is not a muaicipal but a national
institution,, and the resident of. To-
ronto Junétion is as much entitled to all
reasonable’ advantages of the system as is
the resident of the City of Toronto, 1f
the district under the coatrol ot the To-
ronto  Postoffice  were enlarged so
as _to inclade the suburban " towns
and villages these latter and the
city, too, would be considerably benefited.
To receive such benefit it would. not be
necessary, at first at least, to establish a
house-to-house delivery in the suburbs re-
ferred to, but simply to have a frequent
interchange of pestal matter between the
suburban postoffices and the central office
in the city. The suburban electric railways
would facilitate the work. . A great im-
provement  could be effected at a small
outlay. For instance, it would not disturb
the present city delivery to include the
postoffices of Deer Park, Davisville and
Fglinton as places where one of the letter
carriers should call three or four times a
day. The electric cars would take him to
those thrée places in 20 minutes, or for
that matter the conductor of the car could
act as letter carrier. Similarly with
Toronto Junction, Humber, Swansea,
Norway, Bracondale, East Toronto, ete.,
all of which places, are on a suburban
electrio railway. The people in these
suburbs are anxious to get the benefit of
increased postal facilities.  We fail to see
why they should not have the benefit of
such a delivery as we have pointed out.

MRS. HOOPER WAS INSANE.

Evidence of the Medical Men From the
Montreal Asylum—Hooper !Paid
_ For Her Malntenance,

JoL1ETTE, Que., Jan. 4.—The examin-
ationof Dr. Clarke, Medical Superintendent
of the Rockwood Asylum, lasted the whole
morning. At the continustion of the Hooper
murdertrial he testified that deceased had
been admitted on Oct. 14, 180l,- on a
declaration made by John R. Hooper. - The
name of the patient was given as
jeorgiana Hooper, and the accused filled
in the blanks in answer to the printed
questions,

He declared that she had never attempt-
ed to do wviolence to herself nor others,
and that she had never suffered from
epilepsy. He had visited her fre-
quently during the eatlier time of
her conﬁnemem.{bub no visits—or enquir-
jes were made by, the accused in 1893,
until August, when he wrote asking for
permission to remove his wife. The reasous
given in the lettér for the change were
that the writer was about to leave Jor
Kurope, and after consultation with her
relatives in Quebec, it had been decided to
leave her in their care during his absence.
He went to the asylum and took her away
about 4 a.m, on Sunday, Sept. 10, During
the whole time of her confinement there
she was in good bodily *health. ‘Witness
pever heard of her attempting to escape
during that time, but he received com-
plaints of her using bad language to
some of the patients, so she was removed
to another waurd. When first in the asylum
she refused food, believing it to be poisoned,
but after she overcameithat delusion she
ate and slept well. Her mental condition
when discharged was unimproved and she
became hopelessly! insane and incurable.
Hooper sent her clothing and paid §2.50
per week for her maintenance. Witness
was examined as to Hooper’s behavior at
the coroner’s inquest, and testified that he
acted as if insane, although he talked quite
rationally when witness spoke to him an
hour atterwards.

THE PRRISH COUNGILS BILL PASSED

Last of the Original Clauses Disposed Of
—No Informution of the Explosion
Neogr Rio,

Loxpox, Jan. 4,—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Sir Ellis Ashmead-Bartlett

The
old man, it is said, was in the habit of
smoking while in his bed: Only thgee or

ASSISTED EMIGRATION.

Russia Seeking to Promote the Colomiza-
tion of Siberia.

St. PeTERSBURG, Jan. 4.—Dr. Witte,
Minister of Finance, proposes to improve
the Russian trade with China and Persia by
founding a bank at Teheran. He will also
create agricultural institutions on the
mutual liability plan. The Russian Gov-
ernment will grant 200,000 roubles yearly
to promote the colonization of Siberin and
Russian possessions in Central Asia. Each
family of colonists will be granted 150
roubles. Twenty thousand roubles will be
expended in bumiding huts for the colonists.

Rome, Jan. 4.—The Secolo, Radical
organ of Milan, which opposes the triple
alliance and advocates an alliance with
France, publishes an article that has caused
considerable comment. The paper affirms
that it is authorized to state' that King
Humbert hasaprivate fortune of 100 million
lire deposited in the London house of
Rothschilds., A great portion of this money,
it adds, was saved by the King from the
civil list at the rate of ten million lice
yearly.
