SHANGHAI, Sept.—Battle lines are 

drawn on the outskirts of Shankhai to­
day and the first shots of a civil war, 
which is expected to assume proportions 
greater than the Chinese revolution, are 
expected momentarily.

Thousands of refugees are beginning 
to pour into Shanghai. Troops are ex­
pected at any moment. Every attempt 
is being made to placate the hostile war 
lords but so far all efforts have been 
futile and war seems imminent. While 
the armies are not drawn up 30 miles 
from Shanghai, it is believed that when 
the fighting starts it will spread north­
ward to Manchuria, and that the canny 
old leader, Chang Tso Lin, will thrust 
his army into the fray.

He has been carrying out extensive 
military preparations due to be com­
pleted in 1925, but it seems certain 
that the outbreak of the fighting will 
speed up the war plans and Chang will 
start a strong offensive.

Chang Tso Lin. militarist, will not 
stand by to see his friend and political 
mate, Gen. Lu Yung Nsiang, leader of 
the Chekiang forces, meet humilation at 
the hands of the Chili party.

The Checkiang troops are now re­
ported to be moving along the Shang­
hai - Nanking Railway and have reach­
ed Nuangdoo. The left wing has also 
advanced to Liuho, on the Yangtze 
River. Their objective is the Woosung 
forts, commanding the port entrance at 
Shanghai. These forts are in command 
of Gen. Ho Feng Lin, a friend of Gen. 
Lu Yung Hsiang.

The right wing of the invading Che­
kiang forces have reached Tsingpu and 
their objective is the Shanghal-Hang- 
chow Railroad, which is controlled by 
Gen. Wu Fei Fu. leader of the Klangsu 
forces. Foreigners to-day. with civil 
war apparently unavoidable, were or­
dered to leave Hokanshun, a summer 
le sort. Foreign naval forces are now 

tOoncentrated in the harbor of Shang­
hai and are commanded by Admiral 
Anderson, of the British navy. The 
boats In the harbor Include the British 
•ruisers Durban and Despatch, and the 
/unboat Bee. the French cruiser Col­
mar, and five American and two Japa­
nese gunboats.

Every step is taken to insure protec­
tion that the rival armies temporarily 
maintain a neutral zone of 15 miles- 
the distance now separating them. How 
ever .commanders of both forces have 
trained field pieces on the neutral zone.

Opening Day At Collegiates and 
Separate Schools Devoted To 

Organization.

Attendance at the public and separate 
schools of the city, including the Col­
legiates and Technical School. was 
more than 30 per cent, of the expected 
registration. This average is much 
above the usual enrolment on the open­
ing day and officials expressed them­
selves as generally pleased with the 
co-operation given by pupils and their 
parents at the commencement of the 
term.

With two schools yet to be reported 
on there was an enrollment of 6,862 in 
the public schools, which includes 511 
in the kindergartens and 30 In auxiliary 
classes. A total of 8.500 children are ex­
pected to be registered during the term, 
so that the attendance is much In ex­
cess of 80 per cent. Inspector Greer 
states that the figures have come up to 
his expectations, although it would be 
much preferable if a still higher per­
centage turned out on the opening day. 
GET EXAMINATION RESULTS.

In the three collegiate units the com- 
paraitve attendance was also approxi­
mately 80 per cent. Many of the students 
have not returned from their holidays 
and a large number are also working 
during fair week, so that the enroll­
ment is necessarily cut down consider­
ably. Nearly 1.600 children are expected 
to register within the next few days 
and of this number about 1,400 turned 
out to be informed of their examina­
tion results and to be informed of tihelr 
classes for the term. Staff conferences 
were held at each Collegiate, while 
assemblies of students In the different 
years were held to acquaint them of 
their courses.

Unlike the public school students, the 
separate school pupils did not have to 
remain for the afternoon. They were 
notified of their courses and of the books 
which they will be required to obtain 
and then told to report back to-morrow 
morning. The attendance, according to 
Father Brlsson, was within 30 or 40 
per cent, of the expected registration. 
TECHNICAL ENROLMENT.

SKELETONS TELL OF 
PRE-HIST0RIC DUEL

PARIS, Sept. 2—(United Press) 
—Prof. McCurdy, of Yale Uni­
versity, who is making excava­
tions for traces of men at the 
Cro-Magnon Period in Northern 
France, has discovered what he 
believes is mute evidence of a 
prehistoric duel between the 
giant cave men of the Erea. The 
professor has unearthed a num­
ber of ancient skeletons, one of 
them with a flint knife sticking 
in his ribs, indicating the man 
was stabbed.

From what is known of the 
habits of men of the ancient 
period the professor believes that 
a duel is not improbable, pos­
sibly over possession of a woman.

List Held Up Through Stand 

Taken Bv Council Head.

CLAIMS ALDERMEN DID
NOT CONFORM TO LAW

MONTREAL. Sept. 2.—Two federal 
by-elections, one In St. Antoine division, 
city, and the other in Rimouski, are 
taking place to-day.

The St. Antoine division, up to the 
general elections of 19*21, had been 
Conservative for a number of years. 
Returning Hon. Charles Doherty, min­
ister af justice in the Borden and 
Melghen administrations In Decem­
ber, 1921. the division, following the 
general landslide throughout the coun­
try, elected the Liberal candidate, Hon. 
iW. G. Mitchell, by aJbout 4,000 ma­
jority. At the last session of Parlia­
ment the division was thrown open by 
the resignation of Mr. Mitchell, on the 
ground that the King administration 
was forsaking the Laurier-Fielding 
tariff policy and that his pledge to his 
electors bound him to resign.

The candidates to-day are Wm. G. 
Blrks. Conservative, and Alderman 
William J. Hushlon, Liberal. Both 
sides profess confidence, but the re­
sult will probably be very close, which­
ever wins. In Rimouski, where E. 
D’Anjou was elected In 192H with over 
5,000 majority over the Liberals, and 
which became vacant when he resign­
ed, to be appointed registrar, the fight 
is between Major-Gen. Sir Eugene 
Fizet and Alzear Sasseville, advocate 
of Rimouski. Liberals appear to admit 
that the majority may be cut to about 
2,000, but profess to have no fear that 
Fizet will not be elected.

MONTREAL, Sept. 2.—Aid. W. J. 
Hushlon, Liberal candidate in to-day's 
by-election in Ste. Antoine, closing his 
campaign last night with a platform 
address, charged that Walter Mitchell, 
Sir Lomer Gouln and Herbert Marier, 
the three Liberals from Montreal Island, 
who disagreed with the Government on 
tariff policy, were out for their own in­
terests. Referring to the two first 
named he said if they wished to come 
to any constituency in Montreal "we'll 
show them something."

Also Intimated That Wenige Will 
Refuse To Sign Check For 

Big Printing Contract.

Taking the stand that the City Coun­
cil has not yet conformed to the pro­
cedure by-lay hi connection with the 
letting of the contract for the printing 
of the voters' lists. Mayor Wenige has 
refused to sign the contract form pre­
scribed by the procedure by-law. But 
that has not prevented the work being 
done as the contractor In this Instance, 
the Hayden Press, has nearly completed 
one ward already and the pages are be­
ing set up as reptdly as possible.

The mayor insists that the aldermen 
have shown a decided fondness recently 
for the procedure by-law. and he is de­
termined that their wishes, in this re­
spect. will he met.

In as much as the Council nt the spe­
cial meeting, called to deal with the 
printing question, neglected to rescind 
a resolution which was said to be il­
legally passed, and awarded the contract 
for a second time to the Ha>den Press, 
Mayor Wenige insists that the whole 
thing was not in accord with the pro­
cedure by-law. For that reason he is 
refusing to sign the contract The lat­
ter has been duly signed by the Hayden 
Press officials, and it is only awaiting 
the mayor’s signature.
NO CHECK.

It is also intimated that when it 
comes to signing the check in payment 
for the work Mayor Wenige will refuse 
to sign. In that event the City Council 
could authorize any other member of 
the Council to sign the check. This is a 
privilege the Councils have as the result 
o-f the refusal of Dr. H. A. Stevenson, 
as mayor of the city, to sign a pay 
check for Former Manager Glauhitz, of 
the Public Utilities Commission.

In view of the fact that the Council, 
by a majority vote, decid d that the 
Hayden Press should print the Viters' 
lists, some one will be duly appointed to 
sign the check, if the necessity arises.

FUTILE! HURT IN
Kitchener Woman Dead After 

Accident Near Cottam.

A revaluation of every building in the 
city for assessment purposes, the work 
to be done by a practical builder, work­
ing under the assessment department, is 
suggested by Aid. Smith as the only 
means of properly equalizing the as­
sessment. The alderman from Ward 4 
has been making a little investigation 
respecting some complaints re assess­
ment made by residents of Victor 
street, and what he has learned has led 
him to believe that there is some need 
fo rthe adoption of some such plan as 
he has suggested.

Property owners on Victor street con­
tend that the assessment on their homes 
has been increased by several hundred 
dollars this year without any reason. 
But, after an inquiry on the part of Aid. 
Smith and Mayor Wenige in the assess­
ment department, they find there has 
been no undue boost in the assessment. 
The only large increases noted on that 
street were on some new houses. As­
sessment Commissioner Bennett ex­
plains that sometimes it Is impossible 
to properly value a new house in the 
first year, because of the lack of time. 
In that case a valuation, usually a low 
one, is placed on it without a. thorough 
examination. But the following year 
the house is properly valued, under the 
Richter plan now in effect, and the re­
sult is that the assessment is usually 
boosted. But it is then on a proper 
basis and no further change is made, 
for the adoption of some such plan as 
house itself.
NEW OFFICIAL.

But Aid. Smith points out that it 
would be a good plan to appoint a prac­
tical builder to valuate every building 
In the city. This work should be done 
by one man, he insists. It would take 
approximately seven years to complete. 
Aid. Smith suggests, but It would be 
well worth while.

“I think it would be well to have all 
property in the city valuated by a prac­
tical builder." Aid. Smith explained. 
"The city could afford to engage a good 
man for this work. It would take one 
man seven years to complete this, but 
when finished the assessment would be 
equalized. Then it would not be neces­
sary to make any change for several 
years, except where new buildings or 
additions are constructed. And the 
valuation for assessment purposes should 
be about 80 per cent, of the commercial 
valuation in each instance. But this Is 
all up to the mayor. We aldermen have 
nothing to say about it at all, according 
to the statutes.”

EVACUATION A SECRET.

PARIS, Sept. 2.—The date for the 
evacuation of Dortmund and the sur­
rounding territory to the River Lippe 
has not yet been definitely fixed but 
one thing has been settled, namely, that 
the withdrawal of the troops will be 
conducted with the greatest secrecy.
"Invisible evacuation" will follow in 
the wake of the attempted “invisible 
occupation.” The citizens of Dort­
mund, it is forecast, will awake some 
morning to find the French troops gone.
The order, it is stated, will be given 
after sunset and the operation con­
ducted during the night.

This method of evacuation has been 
adopted, it is explained, in order to 
Ward off any possible incident by the 
exuberant citizens expressing Itself bÿ 
words of acts which might develop into 
an insult to the French flag or army.
The withdrawal, however, is still some 
weeks away, it is declared, as the 
French customs officers on the eastern 
frontier of the occupied territory are 
not to leave, according to the London 
pact, until September 20, and the troops 
will remain there until all the French 
civilian occupants have left.

CAR STRUCK BY TROLLEY

WINDSOR, Sept. 2. — When the auto­
mobile in which she was driving with 
relatives was struck by a Windsor, Es­
sex and Lake Shore Electric car about 
1.30 o’clock this morning. Miss Ade­
laide Siebert, 54 Ellen street. Kitchener, 
received injuries which resulted in her 
death about an hour and a half later. 
The accident occurred near Cottam, 
about 20 miles from here, when the 
party was returning to Detroit from 
Kitchener. The car was owned and 
driven by J. Wilfrid Mistele, of 7555 
Webb street, Detroit. Mrs. Mistele and 
a four-year-old daughter and Miss 
Dorothy Hahn, of Detroit, were also 
passengers in the car.

The automobile, a small sedan, was 
struck just as it crossed the tracks of 
the electric line, which here curves 
across the roadway. Mrs. Mistele claims 
that the heaify electric car was trav­
eling without lights and that, as the 
night was stormy, it gave no sign of 
its approach until the crash occurred.

Miss Hahn is the most seriously in­
jured of the survivors. She has a frac­
tured skull, and is in a serious condi­
tion. The Misteles were all cut and 
bruised severely, and Mrs. Mistele may 
be suffering from internal injuries. The 
car was a complete wreck.

SLEEPING SICKNESS IN 
GREAT BRITAIN SERIOUS

Hume Cronyn Says This Only 
Way To Get British 

Confidence.

WINNIPEG, Sept. 2. — Expressing 
his belief that -when exchange conditions 
were normal. British capital would he 
available in large quantities for gilt- 
edged investments In Canada, Hume 
Cronyn, London, Ontorio, In an inter­
view here, said he was "not so sure 
that money will be so readily subscribed 
over there for Canadian mining invest­
ments unless a scheme can be worked 
out that will guarantee the British in- 
cestors a fair run for their money, 
which is all they ask.

“A scheme Is on foot,” said Mr. 
Cronyn, “whirh, as far as I understand 
It, will lead to the formation of a cen­
tral mining board composed of the 
highest integrity, advised by mining ex­
perts of unquestionable standing. If 
such a board can be set up especially to 
handle investors' money from the old 
country, In the matter of mining ven­
tures, I think that money would then 
be forthcoming more readily to develop 
our undoubted gold resources.”

Epidemic Takes Lives of Several Prom­
inent Englishmen.

LONDON, Sept. 2—The epidemic of 
sleeping sickness which began In Eng­
land and Wales at the beginning of the 
year shows little signs of abating and 
its seriousness has been brought home 
to everybody by the deaths of several 
well-known persons, among whom was 
one of England's crack footballers.

The epidemic has extended without a 
break from the beginning of February 
until now, the only redeeming feature 
being the comparatively low death rate. 
During this period the number of cases 
in England and Wales amounted to 
more than 4,000, the exact number 
registered between February and August 
9 being 4,024.

The death rate was 12 to 21 per cent., 
as compared with 40 per cent, of the 
cases in former epidemics.

GIRL CYCLIST KILLED

OIESELjl
Commission To Purchase Auxili­

ary Power Unit On Thursday.

ADDED FIRE PROTECTION

Would Be Useful In Case of 
Major Hydro Interruptions.

Installation of a Diesel oil engine of 
1.500 horse-power capacity will probably 
be ordered by the Public Utilities Com­
mission on Thursday to protect the city 
against possible interruptions In the 
hydro service. Manager E. V. Buchan­
an has made exhaustive inquiries into 
such engines in the last few days and 
his recommendation of the purchase of 
one will probably be adopted by the 
commission.

Mr. Buchanan took what he terms "a 
short course’ in Diesel engines while he 
was away in New York State, and is 
convinced of the need of such equip­
ment for this city. Not only would 
the installation here free London of 
worries during interruptions of power, 
but it would take care of "peak load" 
demands which prove so costly under 
the present basis of buying power from 
Niagara.

The engine would drive electric gen­
erators producing about 1,000 kilowats 
of electricity or enough to operate all 
pumps in the waterworks system, both 
In London and Springbank, and at the 
same time, supply hospitals and. other 
essential public services. It would even 
be possible for it to keep the water­
works reservoirs filled during the night 
and operate the London Street Railway 
and the London and Port Stanley Rail­
way on a fairly complete schedule.

London buys its hydro on the "peak 
load” basis which means that it has to 
pay large sums to provide sufficient 
energy In the early part of the evening 
when factories are still running, street 
cars are carrying rushhour traffic and 
the demand for lighting has just com­
menced. In alleviating this situation, it 
is believed that the Diesel engine would 
help to pay for itself in a comparative­
ly short time.

The engine will cost approximately 
$400,000, but this amount would be 
saved through the lessened total cost of 
the power to the city each year, it is 
believed. v

Application Approved By Justice 
Fisher At Osgoode.

TO GIVE SECURITIES

Bonds Must Be Approved By the 
Crown Attorney.

TORONTO. Sept. 2.—Justice Wright at 
Osgoode Hall this morning approved of 
the application for bail of Charles A. 
Matthew-s, jr., former deputy provincial 
treasurer, who a week ago was com­
mitted for trial at the next sitting of the 
general sessions court on charges aris­
ing out of the sale of provincial bonds.

Magistrate Jones, In committing Mat­
thews for trial, refused to accept bail 
and in consequence application was 
made to the higher court. Bail was 
fixed this morning at $30,000, in securi­
ties to be approved by the crown at­
torney.

Magistrate Graydon Renders 
Written Judgment In Order­

ing Seizure of Liquor.

In a written judgment, outlining his 
reasons for the decision he had reached, 
Magistrate A. H. M. Graydon to-day 
formally ordered the three carloads of 
ale seized here by License Inspector 
Walter Bolton on July 26 be confiscated. 
As was the case a week ago, nothing 
having been heard of W. H. Furlong, 
of Windsor, counsel for J. H. Jones, 
of Niagara Falls, N. Y., who contested J 
the confiscation, nor the application Mr. 
Furlong said he would make to the On­
tario board of license commissioners 
for the export of the wet goods under 
O. T. A. officers' supervision.

Evidence in the confiscation proceed­
ings was heard two weeks ago and 
judgment was reserved for a week at 
the request of Mr. Furlong, who said 
he would apply to the license board to 
have the liquor exported. The ale had 
originally been shipped by the Carling 
Export and Malting Company here via 
C. P. R. to Tlilsonburg for Wabash de­
livery to Buffalo. The address given was 
that of J. H. Jones. Five days after the 
ale reached Tlilsonburg the shipment 
was sent back to London and recon­
signed by the American Canning Com­
pany, a supposedly London concern, to 
admittedly fictitious addresses in New 
York City, via C. N. R. as canned meat ■ 
and canned goods. It was while the 
cargo was being transferred from 
C. P. R. to the C. N. R. that It 
seized by the license inspector, 
WRITTEN JUDGMENT.

In his judgment. Magistrate Gray* 
don points out that the ale was ce 
signed by the Carling Export Brewl 
and Malting Company to J. H. Jqj/o, „ 
address Buffalo, destination Tlilsonburg 
and delivery taken there. The court af­
firmed that "if in fact that liquor was 
in transit, then that transit was inter­
rupted when Jones undertook to re­
ship It back to London from Tillson- 
burg, both points in Ontario, and that 
possession would, therefore, be Illegal." 
Mr. Jones, the court states, erred when 
he made the shipment from Tlilsonburg 
to London, since ownership was not 
transferred and in view of the fact 
that Jones did not own premises at 
either place, contrary to subsection (a) 
of section 154 of the O. T. A.

That there was no evidence Submit­
ted of change In ownership when 
Jones, or his agent for whose actions 
he is responsible, reehipped the consign­
ment from London to New York City, 
a different address in a foreign coun­
try.
FAKE BILLS.

That the liquor was shipped In the 
name of a fictitious concern and that 
the shipping bi’ls were camouflaged. In­
dicating that the contents of the three 
cars were made up of canned meat and 
canned goods, contrary to subsection > 
of section 40 of the O. T. A.

That no customs entry was made 
when the liquor was shipped as re­
quired by section 104 of the Customs 
Act.

The consignment of ale is the largest 
that has ever been seized in London 
and one of the largest ever seized in 
Ontario since the O. T. A was inscrib­
ed upon the statute books of the prov­
ince. In testimony offered when the 
confiscation was contested, Mr. Jones 
admitted that he was a liquor dealer, 
residing in Niagara Falls, N. Y., and 
that he had paid $9,000 for the three 
carloads.

There were 1,200 cartons In each of 
the three cars at the time of the seiz­
ure, making a total of 3,600. The bottles 
without the contents are estimated to 
be worth $1,000. The ale itself while in 
the cars was not camouflaged.

$3,000 LOSS BY FIRE 
DURING MONTH AUG!

Twenty-Three Alarms During Month;
Telephone Used For All 'But 

Three Calls.
Following the smallest monthly fire 

loss in London for the year of $700 for 
Ju'y, the loss jumped to $3,000 for tha 
month of August. Even that figure, 
however, is not large, as when 
compared with losses occasioned by 
fires in previous months of 1924.

There were 23 alarms during the 
month and for all except three the 
telephone was used to summon the fire 
department. In the cases of the re­
maining three the box fire alarm sys­
tem was used.
