THE LAZINESS OF LABOR

The chief trouble with the’ world
today is- ‘laziness. It is doing more
harm than intemperance, immorality
or any other vice, Churches have
spoken for the ‘minimum wage’ and
‘collective bargaining.’

ACCEPTANCES

The business instrument called an
“acceptance’”—of which there are
two sorts, the “trade” acceptance
and the “bank” acceptance—is per-
haps still less generally understood
than it might be. It is only within re-
cent years that it has been much in
use in this courtry, and a brief word
about it may not be amiss,
When a seller of merchandise
draws a time draft on the buyer, for
the amount owed, and the buyer
writes across the face of the draft
the word “accepted,” signs it, and re-
turns it to the seller, it thereby be-
comes a trade acceptance—a sound
circulating - medium of finance.
Among other advantages, the trade
acceptance offers the seller the

carry the buyer on his books and tie
up his capital for an indefinite per-
iod. For the seller can take an accep-
tance to the bank and discount it for
ready money at a lower rate than is
allowed on any other commercial

paper. Thus the bank carries the
credit instead of the seller. Nor 'is
the seller involved in expense arising
from collection of slow accounts.

He has settled himself
for a vital task, and the importance
of it makes him self-conscious. Be-
cause it is a special occasion, he
involuntarily writes a special sig-
nature, different from that which he
casually dashes off every day.

A person’s writing does not differ
materially throughout his lifetime,
unless it be by its failure in pre
cision and boldness, as his physical
powers decay. A man’s handwriting
is at its best when he has reached the
age of twenty-eight, and a woman’s
at twenty-four. The difference is
simply due to the fact that a woman
develops faster than a man mentally.
A smart schoolgirl at sixteen is
smarter than a smart schoolboy of
the same age. Her handwriting will
be more mature than his. And no
matter how closely a person follows
a copy-book model, something of his
own individuality will creep into his
writing and make it distinctive from
any other writing. ,

This individuality, or personality,
persists to a great extent throughout
a person’s life. So, notwithstanding
possible and probable variations in
one’s handyriting, under them can
always be traced a sort of indescrib-
able quality which is observable to
the trained eye.

Important cases in which hand-
writing plays a part are sometimes
decided on the most trivial points. A
dot gver an “i” once decided a case
in which -$20,000 was involved. One
side contended that the dot over the
disputed. letter was in lead 'pencil.
The other side said it was in ink. In

Everyone is familiar with cases, in
which ' often millions were involved,
depending on whether a signature
was genuine or not, These cases
usually occur in cénnection with
wills, and it is especially important
when signing wills that there will be
no uncertainity about the authen-
ticity of the signature.
